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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

Achievement of the Ministry of Minority Affairs
�	 Ministry of Minority Affairs was established on 29th January, 2006.It has been mandated for 

formulation of policies, schemes and programmes for welfare and socio-economic development 
of 6 (six) notified minority communities namely, Muslims, Christians, Sikhs, Buddhists, Parsis and 
Jains, which constitute more than 19% of India’s population. From October 2016, the mandate of the 
Ministry has been expanded to manage Haj Pilgrimage as well.

�	 Ministry adopted a multi-pronged strategy for development of minority communities with focus on 
educational empowerment; infrastructure development; economic empowerment; fulfilling special 
needs; and strengthening of minority institutions.

�	 The welfare and development schemes of the Ministry focus on poor and deprived sections of the 
minorities. Majority of schemes have devised the eligibility criteria on economic basis to ensure that 
the benefits reach to poor and deprived sections.

�	 The educational schemes cover scholarships for all levels, fellowships and interest subsidy to 
promote higher education and support for providing good quality coaching to enable minorities to go 
for Government and private jobs.

�	 In tune with “Skill India Mission” and “Make in India Mission”, the Ministry has strengthened and 
expanded its job linked “Seekho aur Kamao” scheme and implemented new schemes namely, 
USTTAD for preservation of traditional crafts/arts and “Nai Manzil” to integrate education with skills 
for economic empowerment of minority communities.

�	 During 2016-17, the Multi-sectoral Development Programme was re-oriented to cover larger 
projects for infrastructure development relating to education, skills and health. The scope has 
been further expanded during 2017-18 to other specific needs. The projects for construction of 58 
SadbhavnaMandaps (Multi-purpose Community Centres) and 33 Minority Residential Schools were 
accordingly sanctioned for various States during 2017-18.

�	 In order to spread awareness about the Scheme and to obtain feedback/suggestions, ‘Progress 
Panchayats’ were organised in various places including Rampur, Uttar Pradesh and Alwar, Rajasthan. 
Further for effective implementation of the scheme, coordination meetings for different regions of 
the country have been planned. The first meeting for 9 States of northern zone was organised at 
Lucknow on 18.01.2018.

�	 There are special programmes for empowerment of minority women through “Nai Roshni”. The 
other special programmes include “Jiyo Parsi” scheme for containing population decline of Parsi 
community and “Hamari Dharohar” scheme for preservation of rich heritage and culture of minorities 
under overall concept of Indian Culture.

�	 In tune with the Digital India Campaign, Ministry has brought 12 schemes under DBT Mode, viz., (1) 
Merit-cum-Means Scholarship for Minorities,  (2)  Post-Matric  Scholarship  Scheme for Minorities, 
(3) Pre-Matric Scholarship Scheme for Minorities, (4) Maulana Azad National Fellowship for Minority 
Students, (5) Padho Pradesh -Interest subsidy on educational loans for Overseas Studies, (6) Nai 
Udaan - Supporting for  students clearing prelims  conducted  by UPSC,SSC, STATE PUBLIC 
SERVICE, (7) NaiRoshni, (8) Free Coaching Allied Scheme for Minorities (Naya Savera), (9) Nai 
Manzil, (10) Skill Development Initiatives – Seekho Aur Kamao, (11) Upgrading the Skills and Training 
in traditional Arts Crafts for Development (USTTAD), and (12) Hamari Dharohar. Moreover, online 
portals for Seekho aur Kamao, Nai Roshni, Nai Udaan have also been developed and operationalized. 
In addition, Ministry has also launched a mobile App for HAJ recently. Ministry has also taken action 
to shift to the e-office mode.

�	 Ministry has also undertaken multi media campaign for publicity through print and electronic media 
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including Doordarshan Network, All India Radio Network including FM channels, private FM channels, 
private TV channels, Websites, all over the country including North East.In addition, outdoor publicity 
has also been done at India International Trade Fair 2016 by organizing ‘Hunar Haat’ to promote 
traditional crafts/arts and strengthen their market linkages.

�	 Ministry has celebrated “Swachchta Pakhwada” from 16th to 30th November, 2017 and the entire 
Ministry has participated. Moreover, Ministry has also taken cleaning up of religious places and its 
surrounding areas like Nijamuddin Dargah, Bangla Sahib Gurudwara, Kalkaji Temple, Parsi Fire 
Temple and ISKCON Temple with the local civic agencies and generated awareness during the 
Pakhwada. Ministry also held Slogan Writing Competition, Essay Writing Competition & Drawing 
Competition. Ministry has also installed thrash bins at various places in CGO Complex.

�	 During the Swachhta Hi Sewa campaign, Hon’ble Minister (MA) along with Officers of this Ministry 
did Shramdan by cleaning of the campus of Maulana Azad Education Foundation at New Delhi 
Railway Station. He also planted saplings at the campus.

�	 Yoga Session was held in the Ministry to commemorate the International Yoga Day on 21st June, 
2017 wherein Officers/ Officials of the Ministry participated with full enthusiasm.

�	 Major achievements till 31.12.2017 are as follows:-

�	 During 2016-17, various projects for identified Minority Concentration areas of the country under 
MsDP have been sanctioned (as on 31.12.2017) to further strengthen the infrastructure related to 
Education, Skill, Health, Sanitation etc. The major efforts include the following:-

(a)	 Project for construction of Sadbhav Mandap :-58

(b)	 Project for construction of Residential Schools:-33

(c)	 Project for construction of Health Projects:-43 units

(d)	 Project for construction of Hostels and school buildings:-199 units

(e)	 Project for construction for Toilets:- 570 units

�	 Rs.5164.45 crore have been released for awarding 3,40,56,999 scholarships under Pre-Matric 
Scholarship Scheme during the years 2012-13 to 2017-18  (as on 31.01.2018).

�	 Rs.2326.01 crore have been released for awarding 42,23,730 scholarships under Post-Matric 
Scholarship Scheme during during the years 2012-13 to 2017-18  (as on 31.01.2018).

�	 Rs.1634.99 crore have been released for awarding 6,13,472 scholarships under Merit –cum- Means 
Scholarship Scheme during during the years 2012-13 to 2017-18  (as on 31.01.2018).

�	 During financial year 2017-18, an amount of Rs. 99.85 crore has been released to UGC under the 
Maulana Azad National Fellowship as on 31.12.2017. Fresh selection of 756 students has also been 
made for award of fellowship by UGC for 2017-18.

�	 Grants-in-aid amounting to Rs. 32.21 crore (provisional) have been released to various NGOs/ 
institute for imparting of coaching for 9699 students (as on 31.12.2017) under the Free Coaching 
and Allied Scheme.

�	 During the financial year 2017-18 (as on 31.12.2017), Rs. 3.12 crore have been released for providing 
financial assistance to 681 candidates under the scheme of Nai Udaan (Support for Minority Students 
clearing Prelims conducted by Union Public Service Commission etc.)

�	 During the year 2017-18, Rs. 6.52 crore was released towards interest subsidy to Nodal Bank 
(Canara Bank) for 736 Renewal candidates (as on 31.12.2017) under the Padho Pardesh (Scheme 
of interest Subsidy on Educational Loans for Overseas Studies.)

 �	 Under “Seekho aur Kamao”, during 2017-18, 1,20,000 minorities will be trained with an amount of 
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Rs. 250.00 Crore. Till 10.02.2018, 1,18,500 Minority Youths have been allocated to PIAs for imparting 
training.

�	 During 2017-18 under “USTTAD” scheme, four Hunar Haats namely in Puduherry, IITF, Delhi, 
Mumbai and Baba Kharak Singh Marg, New Delhi have been organised.

�	 During 2017-18, Rs. 1.80 crore has been released upto 20.01.2018 for training of women under the 
“Scheme for Leadership Development of Minority Women” (Nai Roshni).

�	 During the current financial 2017-18 (upto 31.01.2018), NMDFC has extended loans amounting to 
Rs. 515.90 crore to 1,08,494 beneficiaries under ‘term loan’ and ‘micro finance’ by NMDFC.

�	 Govt has succeeded in getting India’s Haj quota increased for the consecutive second year and now, 
for the first time after the Independence, record 1,75,025 Indian Muslims will go to Haj.

�	 Under the scheme “Jiyo Parsi”, the Central Sector Scheme for containing population decline of Parsis 
in India, funds to the tune of Rs.1.42 crore released to Paizor Foundation for Medical Assistance and 
Advocacy components during 2017-18 (upto 31.12.2017).

�	 Memorandum of Understanding between Ministry of Minority Affairs and the National Minorities 
Development and Finance Corporation (NMDFC) was laid in the LokSabha and RajyaSabha.

�	 Budget Estimates (BE) for 2017-18 is Rs. 4195.48 crores and same has been retained at RE stage. 
The expenditure up to 31.12.2017 was Rs 2688.92 crores.

�	 The schemes of the Ministry have been revised suitably based on evaluation reports for implementation 

during the balance period of the 14th Finance Commission.

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CHAPTER-1
INTRODUCTION
1.1 	 The Ministry of Minority Affairs was carved out of Ministry of Social Justice & Empowerment on 
29th January, 2006 to ensure a more focused approach towards issues relating to the six notified minority 
communities namely Muslim, Christian, Budhist, Sikhs, Parsis and Jains. Jain community has been included 
as the sixth Minority community vide notification dated 27th January, 2014. The mandate of the Ministry 
includes formulation of overall policy and planning, coordination, evaluation and review of the regulatory 
and development programmes for the benefit of the minority communities.

VISION AND MISSION

1.2	 The vision of this Ministry is empowering the minority communities and creating an enabling 
environment for strengthening the multi-racial, multi-ethnic, multi-cultural, multi-lingual and multi-religious 
character of our nation.

1.3	 The mission is to improve the socio-economic conditions of the minority communities through 
affirmative action and inclusive development so that every citizen has equal opportunity to participate 
actively in building a dynamic nation, to facilitate an equitable share for minority communities in education, 
employment, economic activities and to ensure their upliftment.

1.4	 Shri Mukhtar Abbas Naqvi holds the charge of Minister of Minority Affairs and Dr. Virendra Kumar 
holds the charge of Minister of State for Minority Affairs. The Secretary of the Ministry is assisted by one 
Additional Secretary, three Joint Secretaries and a Joint Secretary & Financial Adviser. The Ministry has a 
sanctioned strength of 121 Officers/Staff and 79 officers/staff are in position. The Incumbency Statement of 
the Ministry is given at Annexure-I. While many of the multifaceted tasks of the Ministry are undertaken by 
it directly, it is supported by the officers/organizations under its administrative control.

Discussion on progress of various welfare schemes in a review meeting with officials of  Minority Affairs
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USE OF OFFICIAL LANGUAGE 

1.6	 To ensure the compliance of Government of India’s well considered Official Language Policy in The 
Ministry of Minority Affairs and in the offices of its administrative control; one post each of Joint Director 
(OL), Assistant Director (OL), Senior Hindi Translator and three posts of Junior Hindi Translators have been 
sanctioned in the ministry. At present, post of Joint Director (OL), and two posts of Junior Hindi Translator 
are lying vacant in the ministry.

1.6.1	 All documents referred to in sub-section (3) of section 3 of the Official Language Act such as 
resolution, general orders, notification, press releases, administrative reports and the documents to be laid 
in both the Houses of Parliament were issued bilingually. Letters received in Hindi are replied in Hindi.

1.6.2	 Adequate check points have been made for full compliance of Official Language Act and its provisions.

1.6.3	 All the schemes of the Ministry for the welfare of minorities like Pre-Matric Scholarship Scheme, 
Post-Matric Scholarship Scheme, Merit-cum-Means Based Scholarship Scheme, Maulana Azad National 
Fellowship, Free Coaching and Allied Scheme related to the candidates belonging to minorities, Multi- 
Sectoral Development Scheme for minorities concentration areas, Learn and Earn, Nai Roshni Scheme for 
Leadership Development of minority women, Padho Pardesh, Hamari Dharohar, Ustaad, Prime Ministers 
15 point programme Nai Manzil, etc. have been published in Hindi.

1.6.4	 Under the chairmanship of Hon’ble Minister of Minority Affairs, Hindi Salahakar Samiti has been 
reconstituted in the Ministry.

1.6.5	 Also to monitor and evaluate the progressive usage of Hindi in the Ministry a Departmental Official 
Language Implementation Committee is working under the Chairmanship of a Joint Secretary. This 
Committee regularly reviews the implementation of the Official Language in the Ministry.

1.6.6	 Workshops were organized to encourage officials/employees to work in Hindi and to train them 
effectively for making noting and drafting in Hindi. 
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1.6.7	 Hindi Pakhwada was organized in the Ministry from 14 September 2017 to 29 September 2017 
and various competitions were organized in which the officials/employees enthusiastically took part on 
14th September, 2017 on the occasion of Hindi Diwas. Joint Secretary administered the oath to officers/
employees to do their work in Hindi to encourage use of Hindi in noting and drafting ‘Hindi noting and 
drafting competition’ was organized. The winners have been awarded with cash prizes.

1.6.8	 The Department of Electronics & Information Technology set up a NIC-CMF team for bilingualization 
of website of the ministry. With the help of NIC-CMF team the work relating to bilingualization of website has 
been completed. Bilingual material is available on the website of the ministry.

1.6.9	 To simplify and to ease the official work in Hindi the Official Language Division of the Ministry has 
brought out “Rajbhasha Digdarshika” in which English-Hindi vocabulary and English-Hindi phrases to be 
used in the day to day work have been included along with the important information about the official 
language policy of the Government of India.

1.7	 Shri Jan-e-Alam, Joint Secretary (Waqf), acted as part-time Chief Vigilance Officer (CVO) of the 
Ministry and also acted as a link between the Ministry and the Central Vigilance Commission (CVC).

	 The CVO looks after the vigilance work in addition to his normal duty as Joint Secretary (Haj & Waqf 
matters) in the Ministry.

❖	 Coordinating with the Central Vigilance Commission.

❖	 Obtaining of advice from CVC as and when required.

❖	 Identification of sensitive areas prone to corruption and transferring of officers in such positions 
from time to time, thus promoting preventive vigilance.

❖	 Augment integrity, efficiency and transparency in the functioning of the Government.

1.7.2	 Vigilance Clearance has been issued to 13 officials during the period under report.

1.7.3	 Actions to be undertaken by Vigilance Section.
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❖	 To keep surveillance on identified areas of sensitive nature.

❖	 May undertake surprise vigilance inspection in the Ministry.

1.8	 An amount of Rs. 4195.48 was allocated to this Ministry for the various schemes/programmes for 
2017-18 which has been retained same in the Revised Estimates for 2017-18. A statement showing Budget 
Estimates, Revised Estimates 2017-18 and actual expenditure upto 31.12.2017 is shown in Annexure – III.

1.9	 A meeting of Anglo-Indian leader and representatives from different states was held under 
the chairmanship of Hon’ble Minister of State (Independent Charge) of Ministry of Minority Affairs & 
Parliamentary Affairs on 13.1.2017 in New Delhi. The meeting was attended by both sitting nominated 
Anglo-Indian Members of Parliament, Ex MP, MLAs of five states apart from other Anglo-Indian community 
leaders. The Representatives of the Anglo-Indian community praised the initiative of holding this meeting as 
a historic as this is the first time that a meeting has been held at the level of Minister in Central Government 
with the leaders of the Anglo-Indian Community to address the community’s issues. The representatives 
highlighted the various problems and issues facing the Anglo-Indian community and urged the Ministry of 
Minority Affairs to take steps to address them. The Hon’ble Minister listened to their concerns and agreed 
to look into these issues in an appropriate manner. He also stated that such meetings will be held more 
regularly now.

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CHAPTER-2
SCHEME OF MULTI-SECTORAL DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMME (MSDP)

A. An Overview:

2.1 	 Multi-sectoral Development Programme (MsDP), a Centrally Sponsored Scheme(CSS),  was launched 
in 2008-09 and subsequently restructured in June 2013. It is a special area development programme with 
the main objective of developing assets and basic amenities in socio-economic backward areas having a 
substantial minority population. Under the programme, districts having at least 25% minority population 
and one or both of the backwardness parameters, i.e. socio-economic and basic amenities, which is below 
the national average have been identified as backward Minority Concentration Districts(MCDs). In the 
re-structured MsDP, the MCDs have been replaced by Minority Concentration Blocks (MCBs), Minority 
Concentration Towns (MCT) and Clusters of Villages.

2.2	 Identification of Minority Concentration Areas under MsDP.

The following indicators under Socio-economic and Basic Amenities parameters have been used in the 
identification of unit area for implementation of MsDP:-

(a)	 Religion-specific socio-economic indicators at the district level -

(i)	 literacy rate;

(ii)	 female literacy rate;

(iii)	 work participation rate; and

(iv)	 female work participation rate; and

(b)	 Basic amenities indicators at the district level -

(i)	 percentage of households with pucca walls;

(ii)	 percentage of households with safe drinking water;

(iii)	 percentage of households with electricity;

2.3	 Minorities: Muslims, Sikhs, Christians, Buddhists, Jain and Zoroastrians (Parsis) have been notified 
as minority communities under Section 2 (c) of the National Commission for Minorities Act, 1992. These 
communities are being treated as minorities for purpose of MsDP.

B.	 Achievements of MsDP during the 11th and 12th Plan Period. 

2.4	 During the 11th Five Year Plan and 2012-13, 90 districts which were having at  least  25% minority 
population and found below the national average in respect of one or both of the backwardness parameters, 
i.e. socio-economic and basic amenities were identified as backward Minority Concentration Districts(MCDs).

2.5	 To make the programme more effective and focussed on the targeted beneficiaries, the scheme 
was restructured in 2013-14. In the restructured MsDP, the MCDs were replaced by Minority Concentration 
Blocks (MCB), Minority Concentration Towns (MCT) and clusters of villages. These area units were identified 
on the basis of data of Census, 2001 and with the following criteria:-

i.	 Minority Concentration Blocks (MCBs):- Blocks with a minimum of 25% minority population 
falling in the backward districts selected on the basis of backwardness parameters adopted 
during 11th Five Year Plan, were identified as the backward Minority Concentration Blocks 
(MCBs). In case of 6 States (Lakshadweep, Punjab, Nagaland, Meghalaya, Mizoram and 
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Jammu & Kashmir), where a minority community is in majority, a lower cut-off of 15% of minority 
population, other than that of the minority community in majority in that State/UT, have been 
adopted.

ii.	 Cluster of Minority Concentration Villages:-    Within the blocks of backward districts    not 
selected as MCBs, cluster of contiguous minority concentration villages (having at least 50% 
minority population) were identified. In case of hilly areas of North Eastern States, such villages 
having minority’s population of 25% may be identified. Identification of the clusters fulfilling the 
above criteria were done by the States/UTs.

iii.	 Backward Minority Concentration Towns/Cities: Towns/cities with a minimum of 25% 
minority population (in case of 6 States/UTs, 15% of minority population, other than that of 
the minority community in majority in that State/UT) having both socio-economic and basic 
amenities parameters below national average, have been identified as Minority Concentration 
Towns/Cities for the implementation of the programme. A total of 66 minority concentration 
towns of 53 districts falling outside the 90 MCDs, have been identified for the implementation of 
the programme. The programme intervened only for the promotion of education, including skill 
and vocational education for empowering the minority in town/cities.

2.6	 The programme has been continued in the 2017-18 on the same format as of 12th Five Year Plan. 
The proposal for revision in the list of MCBs/MCTs covered under the programme as per the data of Census, 
2011 alongwith some other modifications for implementation of MsDP during remaining period of 14th 
Finance Commission is under consideration.

2.7	 As envisaged in the guidelines of revamped Multi-sectoral Development Programme (MsDP), the 
projects being taken up under MsDP relate to provision of better infrastructure for education, heath, skill 
development, sanitation, pucca housing, roads, and drinking water besides creating income generating 
opportunity. Apart from these, projects for supporting computer literacy and modern teaching aids have also 
been approved under the programme.

2.8	 The details of financial and physical progress made during 11th five year plan period and 12th five 
year plan period upto (31.12.2017) are as under:-

I.	 During the 11th Plan Period:-

(a)	 Financial progress: Out of the total allocation of Rs. 3780 crore under the MsDP during 
11th Five Year Plan, approval to plans/projects with central share of Rs. 3733.89 crore (99% 
of allocation) have been given and Rs. 2935.56 crore have been released to the States/UTs. 
As per reports received, the State Governments have utilized Rs 2621.29 crore for different 
projects out of the total fund released to them. State-wise detail is given at Annexure-IV.

12th Five Year Plan, approval to plans/projects with central share of Rs. 55867.51 crore have 
been given and Rs. 4563.41 crore have been released to the States/UTs till 31.12.2017. State 
wise details is at Annexure-VI.

(b)	 Physical Progress: The total number of projects taken up under MsDP during the 12th Five 
Year Plan include IAY houses - 47403, Health Centres-1856, Aganwadi Centres - 9503, Hand 
Pumps - 24061, Drinking Water Facility - 10649, Additional Class Rooms - 18637, School 
Building - 1172, Industrial Training Institute - 97, Polytechnic Institute - 17, Hostels - 710, Free 
Bicycle - 13960, CyberGram - 371657, Sadbhavna Mandaps-272, Market shed: 420, Minority

(a)	 Financial progress: Out of the total allocation of Rs. 3972 crore for this programme during 
the remaining period of 14th Finance Commission, approval to plans/projects with central 
share of Rs. 1414.29 crore have been given and Rs. 815.05 crore have been released to the 
States/UTs till 31.12.2017. The State wise detail is at Annexure-VIII.

(b)	 Physical Progress: The total number of projects taken up under MsDP during 2017-18 
include Degree College-1, Hostel-57, Health centres-43, Aganwadi centres-1529, Hand 
Pumps-24061, Drinking Water Facility-65, Additional class rooms-4455, School building-142, 
Industrial training institute-1, Sadbhavna Mandaps-58, Market shed: 16 and Minority 
Residential Schools-33. The State wise detail is at Annexure-IX.

C.	 Monitoring mechanism:

2.9	 The District and State Level Committees for 15 Point Programme is responsible for monitoring the 
implementation of this programme at the district and State level respectively. At the Centre, the Empowered 
Committee also serves as the Oversight Committee to monitor the programme.The progress is also 
monitored by the PMO on a Quarterly basis.

2.10	 The Ministry of Minority Affairs also reviews the progress of this programme through regular 
conferences of the Secretaries of States/UTs. The Ministry also conducts regional conferences with the 
district officials and State level officials to review the progress under the programme. Apart from this, 
video conferences are held with the district and State officials as a measure of constant follow up the 
implementing officials. Further, communications have been sent from Minister (MA) and Secretary, MA 
to the Chief Ministers and Chief Secretaries to sensitise them on the important issues pending with their 
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States. In order to spread awareness about the Scheme and to obtain feedback/suggestions, ‘Progress 
Panchayats’ were organised in various places including Rampur, Uttar Pradesh and Alwar, Rajasthan. 
Further for effective implementation of the schemes, a coordination meeting for 9 States of northern region 
was organised at Lucknow on 18.01.2018. Similar meeting at other zones of the country have also been 
proposed.

SCHOLARSHIP
	 This Ministry is implementing the following three scholarship schemes for the educational 
empowerment of students belonging to the notified minority communities:-

(i)	 Pre-matric scholarship scheme;

(ii)	 Post-matric scholarship scheme; and

(iii)	 Merit-cum-Means based scholarship scheme

	 To improve transparency in scholarship schemes, a new and revamped version of National 
Scholarship Portal has been launched for various Ministries of Government of India including Ministry of 
Minority Affairs for extending scholarships during 2017-18. All the above three scholarship schemes of this 
Ministry are on this portal. The scholarships are transferred in the bank accounts of students under Direct 
Benefit Transfer (DBT) mode.

(i)	 PRE-MATRIC SCHOLARSHIP SCHEME

3.1	 The Pre-matric scholarship scheme for students belonging to the Minority Communities was 
approved on 30th January, 2008. It is a Central Sector Scheme with 100% Central funding. The students 
who secure 50% marks in the previous examination and whose parents’/ guardians’ annual income does 
not exceed Rs. 1.00 lakh, are eligible for award of the Pre-matric scholarship under the scheme. Under the 
scheme, 30 lakh Fresh scholarships are proposed to be awarded every year in addition to the renewals. 
30% of scholarships have been earmarked for girl students. The scholarship of Rs. 1000/- to Rs. 10,700/- is 
awarded to every selected student.

3.2	 An outlay of Rs.5000 crore has been provided in the XII Five Year Plan to award 414.50 Lakh 
scholarships fresh and renewals during the Plan period (2012-17). Rs.5164.45 crore have been released 
for awarding 3,40,56,999 scholarships during XII Five Year Plan and for financial year 2017-18 (upto 
31.01.2018) including 50.87% girls.

(ii)	 POST-MATRIC SCHOLARSHIP SCHEME

3.3	 The scheme of Post-matric scholarship for students belonging to the minority communities was 
launched in November, 2007. It is a Central Sector Scheme. Post-matric Scholarship is awarded for 
studies in India in a government higher secondary school/college including residential government higher 
secondary school/college and eligible private institutes selected and notified in a transparent manner by the 
State Government/Union Territory Administration concerned. The scholarship of Rs. 6000/- to Rs. 15000/- 
is awarded to every selected student.

3.4	 Students who secure 50% marks in the previous year’s final examination and whose parents’ / 
guardians’ annual income does not exceed Rs. 2.00 lakh are eligible for award of scholarship. Under the 
scheme, 5 lakh Fresh scholarships are proposed to be awarded every year in addition to the renewals. 30% 
of scholarships have been earmarked for girl students. In case sufficient numbers of girl students are not 
available, then eligible boy students are given these scholarships.

3.5	 An outlay of Rs. 2850.00 crore has been provided in the 12th Five Year  Plan to award 37.02   
lakh Fresh scholarships and Renewals during the Plan period (2012-18). Rs.2326.01 crore have been 
released for awarding 42,23,730 scholarships during XII Five Year Plan and for financial year 2017-18 (upto 
31.01.2018) including 55.92% girls.
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(iii)	 MERIT-CUM-MEANS BASED SCHOLARSHIP SCHEME

3.6	 The Merit-cum Means Scholarship Scheme is a Central Sector Scheme launched in 2007. The entire 
expenditure is being borne by the Central Government. Scholarships are awarded for pursuing professional 
and technical courses, at under-graduate and post-graduate levels, in institutions recognized by appropriate 
authority. Under the scheme, 60,000 Fresh scholarships are proposed to be awarded every year in addition 
to the renewals. 30% of these scholarships are earmarked for girl students, which may be utilized by eligible 
boy students, if an adequate numbers of eligible girl students are not available.

3.7	 85 institutes for professional and technical courses have been listed in the scheme. Eligible students 
from the minority communities admitted to these institutions are reimbursed full course fee. A course fee of 
Rs.20,000/- per annum is reimbursed to students studying in other institutions. Besides, a student is also 
eligible for maintenance allowance. Rs. 5000/- for day scholar or Rs. 10000/- for hostellers.

3.8	 To be eligible, a student should have secured admission in any technical or professional institution, 
recognized by an appropriate authority. In case of students admitted without a competitive examination, 
students should have secured not less than 50% marks. The annual income of the family from all sources 
should not exceed Rs.2.50 lakh.

3.9	 An outlay of Rs. 1580 crore has been provided in the XII Five Year Plan to award 4.91 Lakh scholarships 
fresh and renewals during the plan period (2012-17). Rs.1634.99 crore have been released for awarding 
6,13,472 scholarships during XII Five Year Plan and for financial year 2017-18 (upto 31.01.2018) including 
35.13% scholarships have been awarded to girl students.

CHAPTER-4

MAULANA AZAD NATIONAL FELLOWSHIP
4.1	 The Maulana Azad National Fellowship (MANF) scheme for Minority Students was launched     on 
11th April, 2009 as a Central Sector Scheme (CSS). The Scheme is implemented through University 
Grants Commission (UGC). 100% Central Assistance is provided under the Scheme. The objective of   
the scheme is to provide five year fellowships in the form of financial assistance to students from notified 
minority communities, as notified by the Central Government to pursue higher studies such as M.Phil 
and Ph.D. courses. The Fellowship covers all Universities/Institutions recognized by the University Grants 
Commission (UGC). The Fellowship under the Maulana Azad National Fellowship for Minority students   
is on the pattern of University Grants Commission (UGC). Fellowship is awarded to research scholars 
pursuing regular and full time M.Phil and Ph.D. courses In order to qualify for the award of JRF/SRF, the 
UGC norms would be applicable at pre-M.Phil and pre-Ph.D stage, respectively, including the minimum 
score of 55% at post graduate level. 30% of the fellowships have been earmarked for female candidates. 
In case there is shortage of female candidates, the fellowship can be passed on to male candidates of the 
same minority community.

4.2	 The scheme has been approved by competent authority for its continuation beyond 12th five Years 
plan period up-to remaining period of 14th Finance Commission i.e. 2019-20 with some modifications.

4.3	 As per revised scheme number of fellowships has been increased from 756 to 1000 for the years 
2018-19 & 2020. The annual income ceiling of the parents/guardian of the candidate to be eligible for 
availing of the fellowship has been increased from 2.50 lakh to 6.0 lakh. Prior clearance of CBSE-NET/ 
CSIR-NET examination will be a prerequisite for award of fellowship under this scheme. The fellowship 
amount to the selected candidates is disbursed directly into the account of beneficiaries in Direct Benefit 
Transfer (DBT) mode.

4.4	 An outlay of Rs. 494.40 crores has been approved for the remaining period of 14th Finance Commission 
(2017-18 to 2019-20) to provide financial assistance in form of fellowship to 2756 fresh scholars in addition 
to the renewals.

4.5	 During the financial year 2017-18, 756 fresh students have been awarded the fellowships under 
the scheme. As on date 31/12/2017, an amount of Rs.99.85 crores has been released to UGC for further 
disbursement of fellowship amount to the eligible scholars.

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CHAPTER-5

NAYA SAVERA - FREE COACHING AND ALLIED SCHEME

5.1	 The “Free Coaching and Allied Scheme for the candidates belonging to “minority communities” was 
launched on 17th July 2007 by this Ministry.

5.2	 The objective of the scheme, is to enhance skills and knowledge of students and candidates from 
minority communities to get employment in Government Sector/ Public Sector Undertaking, jobs in private 
sector, and admission in reputed institutions in technical and professional courses at under-graduate and 
post-graduate levels.

5.3	 The scheme has been approved by competent authority for its continuation beyond 12th five Years 
plan period upto remaining period of 14th Finance Commission i.e. 2019-20 with some modifications.

5.4	 As per the revised scheme, candidates belonging to the notified Minority Communities, having total 
family income from all sources not exceeding Rs.6.00 lakh per annum, will be eligible for availing of the 
benefit of the scheme. The organisations/implementing agencies need to obtain income certificate from the 
concerned student/candidate issued by the competent authorities in the respective States/UTs. 30% of the 
numbers sanctioned for coaching have been earmarked for girl students/candidates. In case, the sufficient 
number of eligible female candidate/ students are not available the remaining slots will be filled by male 
students/candidates with prior permission/intimation to the Ministry.

5.5	 A New Component under Free Coaching & Allied Scheme was added from 2013-14 for focused 
preparation of Minority Students at classes 11 & 12 with Science subjects viz (Physics, Chemistry, Biology 
and/or Mathematics) and it was launched on pilot basis in 10 States/ UTs only. However, as per revised 
scheme this New Component is proposed to be implemented on PAN India subject of availability of eligible 
institution/organization and sufficient funds. A one year residential coaching programme for the students 
who have passed 12th class with 75% marks with science subjects has also been added to the New 
Component.

5.6	 Apart from above, a special residential coaching programme for composite preparation of Civil Service 
Exams has also been added in the scheme. However, students who would take residential coaching for 
composite preparation Civil Services exam will not be eligible to get benefit under “Nai Udaan” Scheme of 
the ministry.

5.7	 Under the scheme, financial assistance is provided to the selected coaching institutions/ organizations 
for imparting free coaching to minority students for preparation of entrance examinations/ competitive 
exams for professional courses and government jobs. The rate of coaching fees payable to the coaching 
institutions/organization and stipend amount to the students are given below:

NAI UDAAN

Support for Minority Students clearing Prelims conducted by Union Public Service Commission 
(UPSC), Staff Selection Commission (SSC), State Public Service Commissions (SPSCs) etc.

6.1	 The objective of the Scheme is to provide financial support to the minority candidates clearing 
prelims conducted by Union Public Service Commission, Staff Selection Commission and State Public 
Service Commissions to adequately equip them to compete for appointment to Civil Services in the Union 
and the State Governments and to increase the representation of the minority in the Civil Services by giving 
direct financial support to candidates clearing Preliminary Examination of Union Public Service Commission 
(UPSC); State Public Service Commissions (SPSCs) and Staff Selection Commission (SSC) etc.

6.2	 The scheme has been approved by competent authority for its continuation beyond 12th five Years 
plan period upto remaining period of 14th Finance Commission i.e. 2019-20 with some modifications.

6.3	 As per the revised scheme, for availing of the benefit under the scheme, the total annual family 
income of the candidates has been increased from Rs. 4.50 lakh to Rs. 6.00 lakh. The financial support 
can be availed by a candidate only once. The candidate will not be eligible to benefit from any other similar 
Scheme of the Central or State Governments /UT Administrations. Also , candidates who have availed the 
benefit of this Scheme shall not be eligible to avail the benefit under the Free Coaching and allied scheme 
of the Ministry

6.4	 Every year up to a maximum of 2000 candidates will be given financial support under the scheme 
throughout the country on fulfilling the eligibility criteria. Selection of the candidates will be based on exam 
wise/community wise numbers of slots are fixed. The rate of financial assistance will be maximum Rs. One 
lakh only (Rs. 1,00,000/- for clearing Civil Services Preliminary exam conducted by Union Public Service 
Commissions; Rs. Fifty Thousand only (Rs.50,000/-) for clearing prelims exam conducted by State Public 
Service Commissions etc. (Gazetted post); and Rs. Twenty Five Thousand (Rs. 25,000/-) for clearing 
preliminary exam conducted by Staff Selection Commissions-Combined Graduate Level (SSC-CGL) for 
Non- Gazetted Post. The revised rate is applicable for the applications received after 29.09.2017.

6.5	 Eligible candidates may apply online through the portal i.e. www.naiudaanmoma.gov.in for availing 
of the benefit under the Scheme within one month from the date of declaration of result. The amount of the 
financial assistance is credited directly into the account of the beneficiaries

6.6	 The total projected cost of the scheme for three Financial Years i.e. (2017-18, 2018-19 & 2019-20) 
has been approved at Rs. 24.75 crores for providing financial assistance to about 6000 minority candidates. 
During the Financial Year 2017-18 (as on 31.12.2017), budget allocation  is Rs. 4.0 crore out of which  Rs. 
3.12 crore have been released to 681 candidates who have cleared Prelims conducted by UPSC and 
various States Public Service Commissions.

SCHEME OF INTEREST SUBSIDY ON EDUCATIONAL LOANS FOR OVERSEAS STUDIES FOR THE 
STUDENTS BELONGING TO THE MINORITY COMMUNITIES

7.1	 The objective of the Scheme is to award interest subsidy to meritorious students belonging to 
economically weaker sections of notified minority communities so as to provide them better opportunities 
for higher education abroad and enhance their employability. The interest subsidy under the scheme shall 
be available to the eligible students only once, either for Masters or Ph.D levels. The student should have 
secured admission in the approved courses at Masters, M.Phil or Ph.D levels abroad for the courses. The 
scheme is implemented through a nodal bank i.e. Canara Bank as per the MOU signed between MOMA 
and Canara Bank.

7.2	 Interest payable by the students availing of the education loans of the IBAfor the period of moratorium 
(i.e. course period, plus one year or six months after getting job, whichever is earlier) as prescribed under 
the Education Loan Scheme of the IBA, shall be borne by the Government of India. After the period of 
moratorium is over, the interest on the outstanding loan amount shall be paid by the student, in accordance 
with the existing Educational Loan Scheme as may be amended from time to time. The Candidate will 
bear the Principal amount and interest beyond moratorium period. The scheme has been approved by the 
competent authority w.e.f 29.09.2017.

7.3	 The total income from all sources of the employed candidate or his/her parents/guardians in case 
of unemployed candidate shall not exceed Rs. 6.00 lakh per annum. 35% seats will be earmarked for girl 
students. In case of non-availability of girl students, seats can be transferred to boys students.

7.4	 The scheme has been approved by competent authority for its continuation beyond 12th five Years 
plan period upto remaining period of 14th Finance Commission i.e. 2019-20 with projected cost of Rs. 64.00 
Crore and physical target of 1200 in addition to renewals.

7.5	 During the year 2017 (as on 31/12/2017) out of total budget allocation of Rs. 8.0 crore , Rs. 6.52 
crores has been released to the Canara Bank, for reimbursement of interest subsidy in respect of 736 
renewal candidates under the scheme.

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CHAPTER-8

NAI ROSHNI
The Scheme for Leadership Development of Minority Women

8.1	 Ministry of Minority Affairs implements an exclusive scheme “Nai Roshni” the scheme for Leadership 
Development of Minority Women with an aim to empower and instill confidence in women by providing 
knowledge, tools and techniques for interacting with Government systems, banks and intermediaries at all 
levels. The scheme is implemented through empanelled Non-Governmental Organizations (NGOs).

8.2	 It is six days (five days for residential) sensitization programme followed by handholding for a period 
of one year on specific Training modules designed by the Ministry covering issues relating exclusively 
to women. The Training modules cover issues relating to women viz. Leadership of Women through 
participation in decision making, Educational Programmes for women, Health and Hygiene, Legal rights 
of women, Financial Literacy, Digital Literacy, Swachch Bharat, Life Skills, and Advocacy for Social and 
Behavioral change.

8.3	 In 2015-16, Ministry has launched an Online Application Management System (OAMS) which has 
brought transparency, simplified online application procedure, curtailed delays and enabled online issue of 
sanctions.

8.4	 Since inception, training of more than 2.97 lakh women have been sanctioned across the country in 
27 States with an amount of Rs.66.00 crore. The implementation of the scheme is monitored by the District 
Administration.

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CHAPTER-10
NAI MANZIL
An Integrated Education and Livelihood Initiative for the Minority Communities

10.1	 Nai Manzil is a new initiative of the Government. It was launched on 8th August, 2015 at Patna,    
Bihar. The Scheme aims to benefit the minority youths who do not have a formal school leaving certificate, 
i.e those in the category of school- dropouts or educated in community education institutions like Madarsas, 
in order to provide them formal education and skills, and enable them to seek better employment and 
livelihoods in the organized sector.

10.2	 The Scheme has been approved with the cost of Rs.650.00 Crore for five years with 50% funding 
from the World Bank. The World Bank has approved the funding of US$50 million. This is the first World Bank 
supported programme for minority welfare in this Ministry. The scheme is also significant as it combines 
education with skills for school dropouts which will significantly enhance their employability.

The scheme is being implemented by 38 Project Implementing Agencies (PIAs)through 72 projects spread 
across the Country in 22 states, who provide non- residential integrated education and skill training for 9 to 
12 months, of which a minimum of 3 months be devoted to skill training compliant with the National Skills 
Qualifications Framework (NSQF). After completion of skill training according to the defined framework, the 
beneficiaries will be placed in jobs appropriate to their qualifications.

10.3 Total target number of beneficiaries to be covered under the Nai Manzil Scheme 1lakh persons, however 
in the present phase number of target beneficiaries targeted to be covered is 69840 persons. Process 
for hiring new PIAs for covering remaining 30160 persons / beneficiaries in the Scheme is underway. A

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10.5	 As per As per data collected through excel based MIS of the Scheme as of Dec 2017, 38 PIAs 
comprising of 19 societies, 1 Govt. organization, 5 trusts and 13 companies have been given a target of 
covering 69840 persons, implementing the Scheme through 72 projects comprising of 970 beneficiaries 
each. While 28% of candidates are enrolled in Open Basis Education (OBE)61% of candidates are enrolled 
in Secondary Education. At the ground level 228 Key resource persons are being appointed across PIAs 
comprising of 1129 teachers to support the students in their studies and 473 other staff are supporting in 
the implementation of the scheme, altogether there are 1803 operational staff supporting at field level.

10.6	 For the year 2017-18 Rs 125.00 Crores have been earmarked for implementation of the Nai 
Manzil Scheme. To facilitate Scheme implementation process of hiring/ empanelling four external technical 
support agencies i.e. Independent Verification Agency for Disbursement Linked Indicators, MIS (design, 
development & management) agency, Agency for Monitoring & Evaluation, Agency for developing IEC 
strategy and Implementation is underway.

10.7	 Two Steering Committee Meetings were held to supervise the implementation of Nai Manzil 
Scheme. First Steering Committee Meeting was held on 13th October 2017 while the Second one was held 
on 13th December 2017.

10.8	 A full day Orientation Workshop for Nai Manzil Project Implementing Agencies (PIA) was organized 
on 31st October, 2017 at Park Hotel, New Delhi by the Ministry of Minority Affairs (MoMA) Govt. of India 
and the World bank. The daylong workshop was aimed at orientation of 38 Project Implementing Agencies 
implementing the Scheme in 22 states of the country. Director MoMA, Secretary NIOS, World bank officials, 
PIAs and officials from MOMA attended the Workshop. Detailed report of the Workshop was published on 
the Ministry website.
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10.9	 All the members of PMU undertook Systematic Tracking of Exchanges in Procurement (STEP) 
training by the World Bank to build capacity of the Team to undertake procurement in desired manner.

10.10	 10.10 Under the Environmental Safeguards, the candidates will be taken through a three hour 
module on Health Safety and Environment, also a brief session on labour welfare legislation will be included 
as its part. Under the Social Safeguards eight states have been identified where Scheduled Tribes are 
about 10% and more. For each these states, an Indigenous Peoples Development Plan is being created 
through community consultations in catchment areas around the Nai Manzil centres.

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CHAPTER-12

SKILL DEVELOPMENT INITIATIVE FOR MINORITIES 

“Seekho aur Kamao” (Learn & Earn)

12.1	 Ministry has launched “Seekho aur Kamao (Learn & Earn)”, a placement linked Skill Development 
scheme for Minorities in 2013. The scheme aims to upgrade the skills of minority youth in various modern/ 
traditional skills depending upon their qualification, present economic trends and market potential, which 
can earn them suitable employment or make them suitably skilled to go for self-employment.

12.2	 The scheme is implemented through Selected Project Implementing Agencies (PIAs).

12.3	 Under the scheme, Common Norms of Ministry of Skill Development & Entrepreneurship (MSDE) 
for skill development program are followed. National Skill Qualification Framework (NSQF) compliant 
courses are taken up. In addition, traditional skills being practiced by the minority communities are also 
taken up for up-gradation and market linkages.

12.4	 The scheme ensures placements of minimum 75% trainees, out of which at least 50% placement 
is in organized sector.

12.5	 Post placement tracking of trainees is mandatory for PIAs for one year. During the post placement 
tracking, particularly for those who are engaged in organized sector, PIAs are required to maintain 
information bank account number of the placed candidates, salary slips etc.

12.6	 Minimum 33% seats are earmarked for minority girls/ women under the scheme.

12.7	 During 2013-14, Rs.17.00 Crore was released for skill development training of 20,164 minority 
youths. Out of them 19524 candidates were trained and 15,247 candidates were placed.

12.8	 During 2014-15, Rs. 46.21 crore was released for training of 20,720 trainees. Out of them, 20,686 
minority youth were trained and 15694 trainees have been placed.

12.9	 During 2015-16, Rs. 191.96 crore was released for training of 1,23,330 minority youths. As per 
report received till 31.12.2017, training of 96,494 minority youths have been completed and out of them 
45496 trainees have been placed.

12.10	 During 2016-17, Rs. 204.93 Crore was released for skill training of 53,240 minority youths. As per 
reports received till 31.12.2017, training of 47,947 minority youths have been completed.

12.11	 During 2017-18, 1,20,000 minorities will be trained. Till 31.12.2017, training of 83,000 minority 
youth has been allocated. Efforts have been made to align the monitoring and assessment standards with 
those of National Skill Development Corporation (NSDC), Ministry of Skill Development & Entrepreneurship 
(MSDE).

12.12	 Ministry has also launched an Online portal of Seekho aur Kamao i.e. www.seekhoaurkamao- 
moma.gov.in. for Management Information System (MIS) with details of Project Implementing Agencies 
(PIAs), trainees, trainers, location of projects etc. Important information about Project Implementing 
Agencies, training centres, locations, trainees, sector of training etc., for the information of general public 
as well as employers.
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CHAPTER-13
Upgrading the Skills and Training in Traditional Arts/ Crafts for 
Development (USTTAD)
13.1	 USTTAD (Upgrading the Skills and Training in Traditional Arts/ Crafts for Development) was formally 
launched on 14th May, 2015 at Varanasi (U.P.).

13.2	 The scheme aims capacity building and updating the traditional skills of master craftsmen and 
artisans; documentation of identified traditional arts/crafts of minorities; set standards of traditional skills; 
training of minority youths in various identified traditional arts/crafts through master craftsmen; and develop 
national and international market linkages.

13.3	 The Ministry has engaged the institutions of national repute namely, National Institute of Fashion 
Technology (NIFT), National Institute of Design (NID) and Indian Institute of Packaging (IIP) to work in 
various craft clusters for design intervention; product range development; packaging; exhibitions, tying up 
with e-marketing portals to enhance sales; and brand building.

13.4	 Out of earmarked Budget of Rs. 17.01 crore for 2015-16, Rs. 16.90 crore (more than 99%) was 
utilized.

13.5	 During 2016-17, Rs 20.00 Crore was earmarked for training in traditional crafts in 2016-17. Total 
16,200 trainees were sanctioned to Project Implementing Agencies (PIAs) for implementation of scheme in 
11 States and Rs. 19.77 crore have been released to 38 PIAs.

13.6	 During 2017-18 (upto 31.12.2017), Rs. 14.89 crore have been released to PIAs of remaining 
installment of 2016-17.

13.7	 Selection of new PIAs for implementation of USTTAD scheme during 2017-18 is under process.

13.8	 The Ministry of Minority Affairs organized following 3 “Hunar Haat”, an exhibition to promote the 
traditional arts/crafts being practiced by minority communities under the brand USTTAD through National 
Minorities Development and Finance Corporation during 2017-18:

(i)	 Puducherry – 24th September to 30th September 2017
(ii)	 India International trade Fair – 2017 (14th Nov. to 27th Nov. 2017).
(iii)	 Mumbai – 3rd to 10th January 2018.

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CHAPTER-14
JIYO PARSI - SCHEME FOR CONTAINING POPULATION DECLINEOF 
PARSIS IN INDIA
	 For containing the population decline of the Parsi community a Central Sector Scheme ‘Jiyo Parsi’ 
was launched during 2013-14. The objective of this scheme is to reverse the declining trend of Parsi 
population by adopting a scientific protocol and structured interventions to stabilize their population and 
balance their population in India.

14.1	 The Scheme is implemented by the Parzor Foundation, New Delhi with the help of the Bombay 
Parsi Panchayat (BPP) and through the organizations/societies /Anjumans and Panchayat of the community 
concerned in existence for not less than three years.

14.2	 The Scheme has been revised w.e.f 29.09.2017 by adding a new component i.e. Health of the 
Community under the Scheme. It covers crèche/childcare support, senior citizen honorarium for childcare, 
assistance to elderly. The component of assistance for elderly dependents is envisaged to provide monetary 
assistance to Parsi couples with family income below Rs. 10 lakhs who have elderly members residing with 
the family and in cases where such responsibility is a deterrent to starting or increasing the number of 
children.

14.3	 There are three component under the scheme namely, Advocacy, Health of the Community and 
Medical Assistance. Total budgetary provision of Rs. 12 crore for these three components has been made 
for implementation of the scheme during 2017-2018 to 2019-2020. Fund can be transferred from one 
component to other component with the approval of the competent authority.

14.4	 During the year 2017 (as on 31/12/2017), out of total budget allocation of Rs. 4.0 crore an amount of 
Rs. 1.42 crore has been released to Parzor Foundation for Medical Assistance and Advocacy components. 
As on 07/01/2018, 131 babies have been born with the assistance of the Jio Parsi Scheme since 2013-14.

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CHAPTER-15

SCHEMES TO STATE CHANNELISING AGENCIES OF NATIONAL 
MINORITIES DEVELOPMENT AND FINANCE CORPORATION (NMDFC)

15.1	 The National Minorities Development and Finance Corporation implements its schemes primarily 
through the State Channelising Agencies (SCAs) nominated by the respective State Governments. The 
SCAs identify beneficiaries, channelize the lending and make recoveries from the beneficiaries. However, 
the most of the State Channelising Agencies have a very weak infrastructure leading to a weak delivery 
system. Consequently, the performance and the ambit of coverage of NMDFC may not improve unless the 
infrastructure of these agencies is improved.

15.2	 During 2007-08 the Ministry launched a scheme of Grants-in-Aid for improving the infrastructure 
of the SCAs. Under the scheme, 100% assistance is provided by the Central Govt. to the SCAs through 
NMDFC. The 10% State share which was earlier a requisite of the scheme has been dispensed with from 
2013 onwards. Moreover, the scheme has been simplified by removing the ceiling of expenditure on various 
components of the scheme giving the SCAs liberty to utilize funds as per their need. The details of amount 
allocated and released by the Ministry for this scheme is as under:-

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CHAPTER-16

COMMISSIONER FOR LINGUISTIC MINORITIES (CLM)

16.1	 The Office of the Commissioner for Linguistic Minorities (CLM) was established in July,  1957,     
in pursuance of the provision under Article 350-B of the Constitution, which came into existence as a 
result of the Constitution (7thAmendment) Act, 1956 consequent to the recommendation of the States 
Reorganization Commission (SRC). Article 350-B envisages investigation by CLM of all matters relating 
to the safeguards provided for the linguistic minorities in India under the Constitution and reporting to the 
President upon these matters at such intervals as the President may direct and the President causes all 
such reports to be laid before each House of the Parliament and sent to the Government/Administrations 
of States/UTs concerned. The CLM Organization has its headquarters at Delhi with three Zonal Offices at 
Belagvi, Chennai and Kolkata. The CLM interacts with States/UTs on all the matters pertaining to the issues 
concerning implementation of the Constitutional and Nationally agreed Safeguards provided to linguistic 
minorities. The 52nd Report of the Commissioner for Linguistic Minorities covering the period from July, 
2014 to June, 2015, was laid on the table of the Rajya Sabha and Lok Sabha on 03rd May, 2016 and 04th 
May, 2016 respectively.

CONSTITUTIONAL SAFEGUARDS FOR LINGUISTIC MINORITIES

16.2	 Under the Constitution of India, certain Safeguards have been granted to the religious and linguistic 
minorities. Article 29 and 30 of the Constitution provides for to protect the interests of minorities and 
recognize their right to conserve their distinct language, script or culture and to establish and administer 
educational institutions of their choice. Article 347 makes provision for presidential direction for recognition 
of any language spoken by a substantial proportion of the population of a State or any part thereof for such 
purpose as the President may specify. Article 350 gives the right to submit representation for redress of 
grievances to any authority of the Union or a State in any of the languages used in the Union/States. Article 
350A provides for instruction in the mother tongue at the Primary stage of education to children belonging 
to linguistic minority groups. Article 350B provides for a Special Officer designated as Commissioner for 
Linguistic Minorities to investigate all matters relating to the safeguards provided for linguistic minorities 
under the Constitution.

FUNCTIONS AND ACTIVITIES OF THE CLM ORGANIZATION

16.3	 The CLM Organization takes up all matters relating to safeguards for linguistic minorities brought 
to their notice by linguistic minorities-individuals/groups/associations/organization. The CLM personally 
visits linguistic minority areas and educational institutions for an on-the-spot assessment of the status     
of implementation of the scheme of safeguards. In this connection the Commissioner holds discussions, 
when required, with the Chief Ministers, Governors and Lt. Governors of the States, Union Territories.  
The CLM also holds discussions at the highest levels of administration viz. Chief Secretary, Principal 
Secretary, (Education) and Principal Secretaries of the Departments entrusted with the monitoring of the 
implementation of the scheme of Safeguards for linguistic minorities.

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CHAPTER-17

NATIONAL COMMISSION FOR MINORITIES

17.1	 In January, 1978, Government of India, vide an executive order, set up a “Minorities Commission” 
to safeguard the interests of minorities. With the enactment of the National Commission for Minorities Act, 
1992, the Minorities Commission became a statutory body and was renamed as the” National Commission 
for Minorities”.

17.2	 The first statutory commission was constituted on 17th May, 1993 The Government of India vide 
Notification dated 23rd October, 1993 notified five religious communities viz. Muslims, Christians, Sikhs, 
Buddhists and Zoroastrians (Parsis) as minority communities under Section 2(c) of the NCM Act, 1992, vide 
Government of India notification dated 27th January, 2014, Jains have been notified as minority community 
under Section 2(c) of the National Commission for Minorities Act, 1992.

17.3	 In terms of Section 3(2) of NCM Act, 1992, the Commission shall consist of a Chairperson, a  Vice 
Chairperson and five members to be nominated by the Central Government from amongst persons of 
eminence, ability and integrity. Five member including the Chairperson are from amongst the minority 
communities. In accordance with Section 4(1) of the NCM Act, 1992, each member including the Chairperson 
holds office for a period of three years from the date of assumption of office.

17.4	 The main functions of the Commission are to evaluate the progress of the development of minorities, 
monitor the working of the safeguards provided in the Constitution and in laws enacted by the Central 
Government/State governments, for the protection of the interests of minorities and look into specific 
complaints regarding deprivation of the rights of minorities. It also causes studies, research and analysis 
to be undertaken on the issues relating to socio economic and educational development of minorities and 
make recommendations for the effective implementation of the safeguards for the protection of the interests 
of minorities.

17.5	 As in 8.11.2017, the Commission consists of the following persons:

17.6	 The National Commission for Minorities, in accordance with Section 12 of the National Commission 
for Minorities Act, 1992, prepares and submits its Annual report to the Ministry. In accordance with Section 
13 of the NCM Act, 1992, the Annual report of the Commission, together with a Memorandum of Action 
Taken on the recommendations contained therein, in so far as they relate to the Central Government, and 
the reasons for the non-acceptance, if any, of any such recommendation, is to be laid before each House of 
Parliament. Recommendations pertaining to various State Governments/UT Administrations are forwarded 
to them by NCM to take necessary action in accordance with Section 9(3) of the NCM Act, 1992.

17.7	 The National Commission for Minorities has submitted Annual Reports up to the year 2016-17 to the 
Ministry for laying in the Parliament.
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17.8	 State Governments of Andhra Pradesh, Assam, Bihar, Chhattisgarh, National Capital Region of 
Delhi, Jharkhand, Karnataka, Kerala , Madhya Pradesh, Maharashtra, Manipur, Punjab, Rajasthan, Tamil 
Nadu, Telengana, Uttar Pradesh, Uttaranchal, and West Bengal have set up State Minorities Commissions.

The inauguration of Annual Conference of State Minorities Committee organised
by the National Commision of Minorities in New Delhi on January 17, 2017.

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CHAPTER-18

WAQF ADMINISTRATION, CENTRAL WAQF COUNCIL AND NATIONAL 
WAQF DEVELOPMENT CORPORATION

18.1	 Ministry of Minority Affairs is responsible for implementation of the Waqf Act, 1995, which came into 
force with effect from 1st Janurary, 1996. The Act was last amended in 2013. The Act extends to whole of 
India except the State of Jammu & Kashmir. Thirty two States/UTs have constituted Waqf Boards under this 
Act, excluding J & K, which has its own Act.

Framing of Model Waqf Rules

18.2	 In order to assist State/UT Waqf Boards to frame Waqf Rules under Section 109 of Waqf Act, 1995 as 
amended, this Ministry formulated Model Waqf Rules 2016 in consultation with Ministry of Law and Justice. 
These Rules have been circulated among all State/UT Waqf Boards (SWBs).

Study of restructuring of Central Waqf Council (CWC)

18.3	 National Institute of Labour Economics Research and Development (an organization under NITI 
Aayog) has been awarded the work of Study of restructuring of Central Waqf Council. The Agency has 
submitted its Final Report. Necessary action on viable recommendation is under consideration.

Appointment of organization heads made in various bodies

i.	 Shri Rameshwar Prasad Gupta, IAS (GJ:1987) appointed as Managing Director in National 
Waqf Development Corporation Ltd. (NAWADCO).

ii.	 Shri I. B. Preezada, IAS (retd.), appointed as Nazim, Durgah Khwaja Saheb, Ajmer 

	 The Waqf Division is implementing the following two schemes:

(i). 	 Quami Waqf Board Taraqqiati Scheme (Formerly known as Scheme of Computerization 
of Records & Strengthening of State Waqf Boards). 

	 This scheme has been modified this year and two ongoing schemes have been merged in this scheme. 
Earlier, there were two separate schemes namely Computerization of Records of State Waqf Boards and 
Strengthening of State Waqf Boards. Under the modified scheme, these are made as component. In the 
scheme of Quami Waqf Board Taraqqiati Scheme, the GIA is provided in two components.

The component wise details of scheme is furnished as under:-

Component-I:-

Computerization of Records of State Waqf Boards:

	 The scheme is intended to help streamlining record keeping, introduce transparency, and to 
computerize the various functions/processes of the Waqf Boards. For this purpose, a web-based software 
application namely Waqf Management System of India (WAMSI) was developed by NIC for keeping the 
centralized database covering the following four modules:

(i)	 Registration of Waqfs
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(ii)	 Mutawalli returns assessments

(iii)	 Leasing details of properties

(iv)	 Litigation tracking

Following new provisions have been added in the modified schemes:

i.	 Financial Assistance @ Rs.550/- per Waqf Property will be provided to SWB for collection of 
coordinates of Waqf Property for GIS Mapping. For the years during 2017-18 to 2019-20 it is 
intended to cover GIS Mapping of 10%, 20% and 20% Waqf Property respectively each year.

ii.	 To Facilitate SWBs to complete data entry in WAMSI Modules, financial assistance for 
deployment of manpower in form of Assistant Programmer through outsourced agency will be 
provided.

iii.	 Financial Assistance for maintenance of Centralized Computing Facility (CCF) in 32 SWBs @ 
Rs.3.00 lakh per annum for SWBs having more than 6000 Waqf Properties and Rs.2.00 lakh 
per annum for SWBs having less than 6000 Waqf Property.

iv.	 One time grant @ Rs.3.00 lakh per SWB would be provided to CWC for ERP Solution for 
better administration of SWBs.

v.	 Financial Assistance for setting up of Video Conferencing facility in SWBs & CWC.

vi.	 Provision of cash award to Muttawalli/Management Committee adopting best practices in 
computerization of their operation.

	 As on date, data entry of 5,67,522 of immovable waqf properties have been entered in WAMSI on- 
line Registration Module.

Component-II:-

Strengthening of State Waqf Boards:

	 The objective of this component is to strengthen the Waqf Boards resulting in a more transparent 
and accountable administration and management of their waqf properties and allow improvement in income 
generation & attaining self-sufficiency. This helps them in removal of encroachment from waqf properties by 
strengthening their enforcement wing. GIA is provided to SWB subject to certain conditions that will ensure 
that the functioning and institutional capacity of the State Waqf Boards improves their income generation 
and become self-sufficient. Improvement in their capabilities will facilitate enhancement in their income that 
will reduce, and over the period of time, eliminate their dependence on outside financial support.

	 Earlier, this component was a separate scheme and was in operation since 2014-15. An amount of 
Rs.15.30 crore was released to State/UT Waqf Board through National Waqf Development Corporation Ltd. 
(NAWADCO) since inception of the scheme.

Under this component, GIA is provided to SWB for following:
Ø	 Financial assistance to SWBs is provided to strengthen their legal & accounting section as 

well as for training & administrative cost of SWBs.

Ø	 GIA is provided for appointment of Survey Assistant, Accountant and Legal Assistant and 
setting up of Zonal Office in those Waqf Boards having more number of Waqf Properties.

 Ø	 Financial Assistance @ Rs.3.00 lakh per SWB having more than 6000 Waqf Properties and 
Rs.2.00 lakh per SWB having less than 6000 Waqf Property to be provided for capacity 
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building of Muttawalli/Management Committee.

Ø	 GIA for Survey Commissioner.

Ø	 In the modified scheme CWC has been made Implementing Agency from FY 2017-18 onward.

	 BE for FY 2017-18 is Rs.13.00 crore. An amount of Rs.7.31 crore during the FY 2017-18 has been 
released to CWC.

(ii).	 Shahari Waqf Sampatti Vikas Yojana Scheme (Formerly known as Scheme for the Development 
of Urban Waqf Properties)

	 Auqaf are permanent dedications of movable or immovable properties for the purpose recognized 
by the Muslim law as pious, religious or charitable. Apart from their religious aspects, the auqaf are also 
instruments for social welfare as the benefits accrue to the needy in social and educational fields. However, 
majority of the auqaf in the country have a limited and almost static income. The result is that generally the 
Mutawallis (Managers of the auqaf) find it difficult to adequately fulfill the intention of waqf or the purposes 
for which these Auqaf are created. Most of the urban waqf lands have potential for development but the 
Mutawallis and even the Waqf Boards are not in a position to muster enough resources or construction of 
modern functional buildings on these lands.

	 With a view to improve the financial position of waqf and the auqaf Boards and to enable them to 
enlarge the area of their welfare activity, the Central Government provides grant-in-aid to the Central Waqf 
Council for the specific purpose of advancing financial assistance to Waqf Boards/Waqf Institutions in the 
country for the development of their Urban Waqf properties.

	 The Central Waqf Council extends loan to SWBs / Waqf Institutions for specific economically / 
commercially viable development projects approved by the Council. These projects include construction 
or reconstruction of commercially viable buildings on waqf land. The augmented income is utilized to 
enable the Waqf Boards/waqf to strengthen their financial position and to widen their welfare and charitable 
activities.

	 BE for FY 2017-18 is Rs.3.16 crore. An amount of Rs.3.16 crore during the FY 2017-18 has been 
released to CWC.

CENTRAL WAQF COUNCIL

Background and the Statutory provision under Waqf Act

	 Waqf refers to a religious endowment i.e. a voluntary and irrevocable dedication of movable or 
immovable property for the purpose as recognized by the Muslim law, as pious, religious or charitable to 
help the poor, orphans, widows etc. Waqf properties are spread across the country in rural and urban areas, 
managed by the Mutawallis/Managing Committees under the jurisdiction of the State Waqf Boards. Central 
Waqf Council is the apex organization of Auqaf under the administrative control of the Ministry of Minority 
Affairs, which was established in 1964 under the provisions of the Waqf Act, 1954 as Advisory Body to the 
Central Government on matters concerning the working of the Waqf  Boards and the due administration  
of Auqaf in the country. However, the role of the Council was expanded after the enactment of Waqf 
(Amendment) Act, 2013 which has empowered it to advise the Central Government, State Governments 
and State Waqf Boards. In addition, the provision has also been incorporated under section 9(4) of the Waqf 
Act, 1995 as amended which has also vested with powers to the Council to issue directives to the Boards/ 
State Governments to furnish information to the Council on the performance of the Boards, particularly on 
their financial performance, survey, revenue records, encroachment of Waqf properties, Annual and Audit 
Report etc.
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Present composition

	 The Central Waqf Council consists of Chairperson, who is the Union Minister In-charge of Waqf and 
such other members, not exceeding 20 in numbers from different categories as stipulated in the Act, may be 
appointed by the Government of India. During the period under report, Shri Mukhtar Abbas Naqvi, Hon’ble 
Minister of Minority Affairs is the ex-officio Chairman of the Central Waqf Council. The 11th Council was 
constituted on 23rd November, 2015 as per provision given in Sub-Section (1) and (2) of Section 9 of the 
Waqf Act, 1995 as amended. The office of the Central Waqf Council is housed in Central Waqf Bhawan, 
P-13 & 14, Pushp Vihar, Sector-6, Opposite Family Court, Saket, New Delhi.

Vision

	 Protection, Retrieval, Development, better Management & E-monitoring of Auqaf under the provision 
of Waqf Act, 1995 as amended.

Mission

	 Proactive role in safeguarding the interest of Auqaf and to work with the State Waqf Boards to improve 
their efficiency and to ensure effective functions for the protection and development of Auqaf across the 
country to augment the resources for enlarging the welfare activities for community development.

Functions of Central Waqf Council
	 To issue directive to the State Waqf Boards on their financial performance, survey, maintenance 

of Waqf deeds, revenue record, encroachment of Waqf properties, annual report and audit 
report.

	 To advise Central Government, State Governments, State Waqf Boards on matters concerning 
the working of the Boards and due administration of Auqaf.

	 To monitor the implementation of the provisions of Waqf Act, 1995 as amended in States and 
UTs.

	 To render legal advice on protection and retrieval of the Waqf Properties and for removal of 
encroachment etc.

	 To implement the Scheme for Development of Urban Waqf Properties & Identification of potential 
Waqf land for development.

	 To implement Educational and Women Welfare Scheme for skill development and empowerment 
of the poor, especially Women.

	 To implement the Scheme of Computerization of Records and Strengthening of State Waqf

	 The Central Waqf Council has been designated as the implementing agency of the modified 
Scheme of “Quami Waqf Board Taraqqiati Scheme” during the period 2017- 2020. Central Waqf Council 
was earlier authorized to implement the Scheme of “Computerization of the records of State Waqf Boards” 
and similarly the National Waqf Development Corporation Ltd. (NAWADCO) was assigned to implement 
the scheme of “Strengthening of State Waqf Boards”. However, consequent to the decision to assign the 
work of both the aforesaid schemes to the Council, renamed it as “Quami Waqf Board Taraqqiati Scheme”, 
the Council has taken over the responsibility of implementing/completing the modified scheme. The office 
of CWC has already initiated necessary action for effective implementation of the modified scheme under 
the overall guidance of the Ministry of Minority Affairs, Government of India. During the year 2017-18, the 
Ministry has released a sum of Rs.7,31,40,925.00 (Rupees Seven Crores Thirty One Lacs Forty Thousand 
Nine Hundred Twenty Five only) under the modified scheme.

National Waqf Development Corporation Ltd. (NAWADCO)

Background:

	 India has the largest Waqf land in the world. As per estimation by Sachar Committee Report, 2006 
there are about 4.9 lakh registered Waqf properties comprising of about 6 lakh acres of land, approximate 
market value of these properties is Rs. 1.20 lakh crore. Most of these properties are situated at urban 
locations, they have the potential of generating an annual income of Rs. 12,000 crores per annum (as per 
data available in 2006) i.e. at 10% return on market value, if the properties are developed and managed 
properly. The surplus annual income from these properties would be used for welfare of the people in the 
Community.

	 To facilitate development of Waqf Properties, National Waqf Development Corporation Limited 
(NAWADCO), was established with an authorized capital of Rs. 500 crores, paid up share capital has since 
reached Rs.19.74 crore. This Corporation is under the aegis of the Ministry of Minority Affairs (MoMA) 
under the Companies Act, 1956. The mandate is to develop Waqf properties on the preparedness of the 
interested Muttawallis/State Waqf Boards across India to enhance the income of State Waqf Boards/ Waqf 
Institutions for socio-economic empowerment of minorities. The shareholding pattern of the Corporation is 
as under:

II.	 Identification of Waqf Properties: -

	 NAWADCO has been able to identify more than 100 (One Hundred) Waqf properties across India, 
which could be considered by the concerned waqf institutions for commercial development. On the basis 
of preparedness/keenness of the States to arrange necessary statutory approvals, the financially viable 
properties could be undertaken by NAWADCO.

	 During the period extensive efforts have been made to create awareness about the objectives of 
NAWADCO and to identify the potential Waqf properties.

III.	 Evaluation of Waqf Properties: -

A Real Expert agency, M/S JLL, was appointed to evaluate financial feasibility of the potential waqf properties 
across India. Based on the preparedness of the Waqf Boards four (4) land parcels of Rajasthan, three (3) 
of Bihar, two (2) of Andhra Pradesh, one (1) were got evaluated by NAWADCO. The feasibility reports of 
which were also shared with the related States/Waqf Boards.

NAWADCO has also empanelled six (6) reputed Real Estate agencies to provide Transaction Advisory 
services to keep itself in readiness to undertake developmental process immediately on receipt of approval 
from the State/State Waqf Boards u/s 56 of extant Waqf Act to lease for a period upto 30 years.

IV.	 Agreements with State Waqf Boards: -
(a)	 NAWADCO signed agreement with Karnataka State Board of Waqfs to develop 3 (three) 

Waqf properties in Bengaluru. However, three Projects are stuck-up due to non-receipt of 
clearances from State Government by the State Waqf Board. Alternative business plans were 
also provided to the Waqf Board. However, no progress could be made.

(b)	 The discussions to execute the general MoU & Project specific Agreement with Rajasthan are 
in advance stage. The efforts are continuing to take up projects in the other states.

After receipt of feasibility reports from NAWADCO, Bihar got motivated and is now considering to 
develop one (1) property i.e., Bailey Road, Patna by itself, without involving NAWADCO.

IV.	 Finance: -
Ø	 The Statutory audit and CAG audit for the financial year 2016-2017 has been conducted  

and the Balance Sheets were published on time. Fourth AGM of the company was held on 
21.09.2017.

Ø	 Trademark of NAWADCO under different classes has been registered by the Trademark 
Registry Authority.

V.	 Website: -

	 Consequent upon completion of designing and development of NAWADCO’s website by Developer, 
the Company has engaged another agency for conducting security audit which is under process. Meanwhile 
the Company and developer are in co-ordination with the National Informatics Centre (NIC) for requisite 
credentials for up-loading NAWADCO’s website at NIC Server.

(i)	 Introduction:
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	 Khwaja Model Senior Secondary School, Ajmer ( KMS) was founded on 14th July, 1994 under 
the auspices of Dargah Committee , Dargah Khwaja Saheb Ajmer. As an English Medium Day School, it 
started with 35 students, whereas today its strength is over 1600 plus. It offers education through distinctive 
co-curricular programme. Being, primarily a day school, the campus is spread over five bighas of land with 
beautiful location. During 2014-15 Durgah Committee submitted school building plan for sanction from 
Nagar Nigam Ajmer and got      it approved. Construction of basement and 24 rooms have been completed 
as per CBSE norms. The School is opened for all (irrespective of caste, class, creed or community) with co- 
education. The School has also been providing backstage support for the following activities i.e., conduct / 
arrangement for RAS, RJS, Patwari, Secretariat Staff and Computer exams  on behalf of State Government 
and Government of India. Seminar / Conference on National Integration. Educational Trips for students and 
teachers.

(ii)	 Aims & Objectives:

The school aims to achieve excellence in academics, extra curricular activities, games & sports and 
character building by providing all-round, meaningful and liberal education with moral values in value with 
the tradition of SUFIs who never supported orthodoxy of religion or ideas .

(iii)	 Qualified Teaching Staff:

Subsequent to the affiliation by CBSE the School has inducted qualified and trained teachers through a 
transparent selection process by experts and Members of Durgah Committee.

(iv)	 Subsidy in Fee:

Ø	 The fee of the school is minimum vis-à-vis reputed Convent Schools of Ajmer.

Ø	 The very purpose of such skeleton fee structure is to provide financial support to the students 
coming from the down trodden strata of the society. Therefore, Durgah Committee is providing 
subsidy every year to the School.

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CHAPTER-20

National Minorities Development and Finance Corporation (NMDFC)
20.1	 The National Minorities Development & Finance Corporation (NMDFC) was incorporated on 30th 
September 1994 as a non-profit company under Section 25 of the Companies’ Act, 1956 (now section 8 of 
Companies Act, 2013). NMDFC provides concessional loans for self-employment and income generating 
activities for the socio¬ economic development of the ‘backward sections’ amongst the notified minorities.

20.2	 The concessional credit schemes of NMDFC viz., Term Loan, Education Loan, Micro Finance & 
Mahila Samridhi Yojana are implemented through the State Channelising Agencies (SCAs) nominated by 
the respective State Governments/UT Administrations.

20.3	 For availing assistance under NMDFC schemes, the annual family income eligibility criterion is 
Rs.98,000/- for rural areas and Rs.1,20,000/- for urban areas. In order to ensure wider outreach, NMDFC 
has recently introduced higher annual family income eligibility criterion of upto Rs.6.00 lakh for providing 
higher quantum of loans at slightly higher interest rates.

20.4	 The Government has increased the Authorized Share Capital of NMDFC from Rs.1500.00 crore to 
Rs.3000.00 crore in 2015 and has also revised the share holding pattern to 73:26:1 from 65:26:9 for Central 
Government, State Governments/UT Administrations and Institutions/Individuals respectively. The Govt, 
of India has contributed Rs.1435.00 crore as central equity to NMDFC till 31.1.2017 whereas States have 
contributed Rs.360.60 crore.

20.5	 In addition to loaning activity, NMDFC assist the target group in Vocational Training and Marketing 
Assistance under its promotional schemes through the SCAs for capacity building of the target groups for 
self/ wage employment.

20.6	 Achievements:

�	 Since its inception in 1994 till 31.1.2017, NMDFC has disbursed loans amounting to 4513.23 
crore to 13,93,513 beneficiaries.

�	 During 2016-17, an amount of Rs.503.32 crore was disbursed to 1,08,588 beneficiaries.

�	 During the current financial 2017-18 (upto 31.1.2018), NMDFC has extended loans amounting 
to Rs.515.90 crore to 1,08,494 beneficiaries.

20.7	 SCHEMES AND PROGRAMMES OF NMDFC - The existing concessional credit line of NMDFC has 
been bifurcated into two streams:-

Credit Line 1:-	 This is the existing stream of concessional credit, being disbursed on the basis of income 
limits of Rs.98,000/- per annum for rural areas and Rs.1,20,000/- per annum in urban areas, at the 
concessional interest rate.

Credit Line 2:- Concessional credit is provided to the section of Minority population with annual family 
income of up to Rs.6.00 lakh, defined on the basis of “Creamy Layer” criterion of OBC by Government of 
India. It will get concessional credit at a rate of interest which is higher than credit line 1.

i.	 Term Loan Scheme

	 This scheme is for individual beneficiaries and is implemented through the SCAs. Under the Term Loan 
Scheme, projects costing up to Rs.20.00 Lakhs (up to Rs.30.00 Lakh for credit line-2) are considered 
for financing. NMDFC provides loan to the extent of 90% of the project cost. The remaining cost of 
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project is met by the SCA and the beneficiary. However the beneficiary has to contribute minimum of 
5% of the project cost. The rate of interest charged from the beneficiary is 6% per annum. For credit 
line-2, up to Rs.30.00 Lakh is given at the interest rate of 8% per annum for male beneficiaries and 
6% per annum for women beneficiaries.

	 Assistance under Term Loan Scheme is available for any commercially viable and technically feasible 
venture, which for the purpose of convenience, are classified into the following sectors.

a)	 Agriculture & allied

b)	 Technical trades

c)	 Small business

d)	 Artisan and traditional occupations, and

e)	 Transport and services sector

ii.	 Educational Loan Scheme

	 This scheme is also for the individual beneficiaries and is implemented through the SCAs. The 
NMDFC extends educational loans with an objective to facilitate job oriented education for the eligible 
persons belonging to Minorities. Under this scheme, loan of up to Rs.20.00 lakh for credit line – 1 & 2 is 
available for ‘technical and professional courses’ of durations not exceeding five years. Further, for courses 
abroad, maximum amount of Rs.30.00 lakhs  is available under credit line-1 & 2 for a course duration of 
maximum 5 years. Funds for this purpose are made available to the SCAs at an interest rate of 1 % per 
annum for on-lending to the beneficiaries at 3% interest per annum. Under credit line -2, funds are made 
available to the SCAs at an interest rate of 2% per annum for on- lending to the beneficiaries at 8% interest 
per annum for male beneficiaries and at 5% per annum for women beneficiaries. The loan is payable in 
maximum five years after completion of the course.

iii.	 Micro Financing Scheme

Under the Micro Financing Scheme, micro-credit is extended to the members of the Self Help

Groups (SHGs), through SCAs/NGOs. Under this scheme, small loans up to a maximum of Rs. 1.00 lakh 
per member of SHG are provided. Funds are given to the NGOs /SCAs at an interest rate of 1%, which 
further on-lend to the SHGs, at an interest rate not more than 7% per annum. Under credit line-2, Rs.1.50 
lakh per member of SHG is given at an interest rate not more than 10% per annum for male beneficiaries 
and 8% per annum for women beneficiaries. The repayment period under the scheme is maximum of 36 
months.

iv.	 Mahila Samridhi Yojana

It is a unique scheme linking micro-credit with the training to the women members formed in to SHGs, in the 
trades such as tailoring, cutting and embroidery, etc. It is being implemented by NMDFC, through the State 
Channelising Agencies of NMDFC. Under the Mahila Samridhi Yojana, training is given to a group of around 
20 women in any suitable women friendly craft activity. The women are formed into Self Help Group during 
the training itself and after the training, micro-credit is provided to the members of the SHG so formed. The 
maximum duration of the training is of six months with maximum training expenses of Rs.1,500 p.m. per 
trainee. During the training a stipend of Rs. 1,000 p.m. is also paid to the trainees. The training cost and 
stipend is met by NMDFC as grant. After the training, need based micro credit subject to a maximum of Rs. 
1.00 lakh is made available to each member of SHG, so formed, at simple interest rate of 7% p.a.

20.8	 Promotional Schemes of NMDFC
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i.	 Vocational Training Scheme - The Vocational Training Scheme of NMDFC aims at imparting 
skills to the targeted individual beneficiaries leading to self/wage employment. The scheme is 
implemented through the State Channelising Agencies, which organize need based vocational 
training programmes in their States with the help of local Government owned / recognized 
training institutes in trades having potential for self/wage employment. The cost of the training 
programme is upto Rs.2000 per candidate per month for courses of maximum duration of 6 
months. Stipend @ Rs.1000 per month per trainee is also offered during the training.

ii.	 Marketing Assistance Scheme - The Marketing Assistance Scheme is meant for individual 
crafts-persons, beneficiaries of NMDFC as well as SHGs and is implemented through the 
SCAs. With a view to support the crafts-persons to promote marketing and sale of their 
products at remunerative prices, NMDFC assists the SCAs in organizing State /District level 
exhibitions at selected locations. In these exhibitions, handloom /handicraft products of crafts-
persons belonging to Minority Communities are exhibited and sold. Such exhibitions also serve 
the purpose of organizing “buyer-seller meet”, which is considered very useful   for product 
development and market promotion, for domestic market as well as for exports. NMDFC 
provides grants for organizing exhibitions.

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CHAPTER-21

GRANTS-IN-AID TO MAULANA AZAD EDUCATION FOUNDATION

Introduction

21.1	 Maulana Azad Education Foundation (MAEF) is an autonomous body under the Ministry of Minority 
Affairs, Govt. of India established to promote education amongst the educationally backward minorities. 
The MAEF was established in July, 1989 as a registered Society under the Societies Registration Act, 1860 
and it is fully funded by the Govt. of India. Hon’ble Minister of Minority Affairs is ex-officio President of the 
Foundation and the Joint Secretary, MoMA (in-charge of MAEF) is also ex-officio member of MAEF. The 
General Body of MAEF consists of 15 members out of which six members are ex-officio and nine members 
are nominated by the President, MAEF. The management of MAEF rests with its Governing Body. 

Resources

21.2	 The Grants-in-Aid Scheme of MAEF is a Plan scheme of the Ministry of Minority Affairs, Govt.    
of India. The Foundation has so far received total Corpus Fund of Rs.1362.00 crore from the Ministry of 
Minority Affairs, Govt. of India meaning thereby that the principal amount will remain intact and the interest 
accrued from the investment of the corpus fund shall be utilized by the Foundation for implementation of its 
educational schemes. Out of Rs.1362.00 crore, an amount of Rs.113 crore has been received during the 
current year 2017-18. With the investment of existing Corpus Fund in fixed deposit with banks, the MAEF 
earns interest income of Rs.100 crore approximately every year.

Schemes of MAEF

21.3	 MAEF is implementing the following schemes:

1.	 Grants-in-aid to NGOs for infrastructure development of educational institutions

2.	 Begum Hazrat Mahal National Scholarship for meritorious girls belonging to minorities

3.	 Bridge Course under Nai Manzil scheme

4.	 Gharib Nawaz Skill Development Training for minorities

5.	 Swachh Vidyalaya Initiative

The schemes mentioned at sl.no. 4 & 5 above are launched during the current year 2017-18.

1.	 Grants-in-aid to NGOs: Under this scheme, MAEF provides financial assistance to 
NGOs for

➢	 construction/expansion of school buildings,

➢	 construction of hostel buildings,

➢	 construction / expansion of B.Ed/D.Ed. Colleges,

➢	 construction of Technical Institutions/VTC,

➢	 purchase of lab equipment, furniture etc. 

	 This scheme has helped small institutions to expand its infrastructure resulting in overall improvement 
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in educational activities amongst the target group. It is a unique scheme which is implemented directly by 
MAEF without any intervention of State Governments or any outside agency. Now from the current year, 
this scheme has been made online which will help in early processing of proposal and better monitoring of 
the same. 80 proposals under Grant-in-aid scheme are ready for sanctioning and approx. 150 proposals 
are in pipeline. There is a budget provision of Rs.30 crore for Grants-in-aid scheme for 2017-18. 

2.	 Begum Hazrat Mahal National Scholarship:    MAEF had started this scholarship scheme  
in 2003-04. This was the first scholarship scheme at national level for meritorious girls 
belonging to minorities for their higher secondary level education i.e., for class 11th& 12th. 
This scholarship scheme has not only encouraged the minorities’ girls for continuing their 
education but has also resulted in overall improvement in their literacy rate. From the year 
2017-18, MAEF decided to extend the scholarship to minorities girls studying in classes 9th 
and 10th also. The applications are submitted online. The MAEF has received more than two 
lakh applications under scholarship scheme during the current year 2017-18, which are being 
scrutinized and likely to be finalized shortly. There is a budget provision of Rs.70 crore for 
scholarship scheme this year 2017-18.

3.	 Bridge Course for Madarsa Students under Nai Manzil: The MAEF is providing financial 
assistance to Jamia Millia Islamia, New Delhi and Aligarh Muslim University, Aligarh for running 
Bridge course for Madarsa students under Nai Manzil scheme. Bridge courses are being 
provided to madarsa students/ dropouts for helping them to continue mainstream education. 
After completion of bridge course, these students are taking admission in various regular 
courses of these universities at graduate and post graduate level. There is a target of 200 
beneficiaries for each university for the current year 2017-18 and the total outlay is Rs.2.20 
crore for this purpose for this year.

4.	 Gharib Nawaz Skill Development Training for minorities: The MAEF has launched the 
new scheme titled Gharib Nawaz Skill Development Training from the current year 2017-   
18 so that short term job oriented skill development courses may be provided to minorities’ 
youth in order to enable them for skill based employment. The said scheme was approved by 
the General Body of MAEF. This scheme will be implemented as per common norms of the 
Ministry of Skill Development & Entrepreneurship (MSD&E) through the empanelled Program 
Implementation Agencies (PIAs).

	 The MAEF has allocated target of 1,06,600 beneficiaries to 108 PIAs from 31 States. There 
is financial outlay of Rs. 160 crore under this scheme for the current year 2017-18 towards 
release of first installment to these PIAs. MoUs are being executed with empanelled PIAs and 
first installment is likely to be released shortly after physical inspection on training centres.

5.	 Swachh Vidyalaya Initiative: The scheme of Swachh Vidyalaya Initiative has been approved 
by the General Body of MAEF. Under this scheme schools/recognized/ registered and reputed 
madarsas would be provided with separate toilet facilities for boys and girls in view of Swachh 
Bharat Mission. MAEF will implement this scheme through the empanelled PIAs.

21.4	 Other Activities of MAEF during the year 2017-18:

➢	 Establishment of Schools/Community Colleges/ National Institutes: The MAEF had 
constituted a high level committee for looking into the establishment of educational institutions 
for minorities. The said committee has submitted its report in July,2017 which was adopted by 
the General Body of MAEF. In its report, the committee has recommended a pyramid structure 
of educational institutions for minorities to be established by MAEF having 211 Central 
Schools at the bottom, 25 Community Colleges at the middle and 5 National Institutes at the 
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top.  For establishment of the proposed educational instiutions, the land would be provided 
by the concerned State Government, Construction would be done by the Ministry of Minority 
Affairs under MSDP and recurring / running expenditure would be borne by MAEF. The MAEF 
is working on the modalities of these institutions in consultation with the Ministry of Minority 
Affairs.

➢	 Implementation of Seekho aur Kamao scheme of Ministry: The Ministry of Minority Affairs 
has released an amount of Rs. 129 crore to MAEF for releasing funds under Seekho aur 
Kamao scheme of MoMA being implemented by the Maulana Azad National Academy for 
Skills (MANAS).

➢	 Empanelment of Inspecting Authorities: The MAEF has prepared a list of 291 Inspecting 
Authorities (IAs) from various States/UTs. Most of the IAs are retired / serving Government 
servants who are very much helpful in conducting physical inspection under various schemes 
of MAEF. The services of these IAs are also being utilized by the Ministry for carrying out 
inspection of its projects.

➢	 Workshop of Inspecting Authorities (IAs): The MAEF has organized two workshops during 
the current year 2017-18 (first on 10.07.2017 and second one on 13.01.2018) at New Delhi 
for equipping the IAs with complete knowledge of the schemes of MAEF and their role and 
responsibilities in this regard.

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CHAPTER-22
PRIME MINISTER’S NEW 15 POINT PROGRAMME (PM’s New 15-PP) FOR THE 
WELFARE OF MINORITIES

22.1	 The Prime Minister’s New 15 Point Programme (PM’s New 15-PP) for the welfare of minorities was 
announced in June, 2006. It provides programme specific interventions, with definite goals which are to be 
achieved in a specific time frame. The objectives of the programme are: (a) Enhancing opportunities for 
education; (b) Ensuring an equitable share for minorities in economic activities and employment, through 
existing and new schemes, enhanced credit support for self-employment, and recruitment to State and 
Central Government jobs; (c) Improving the conditions of living of minorities by ensuring an appropriate 
share for the minorities in infrastructure development schemes; and (d) Prevention and control of communal 
disharmony and violence.

22.2	 An important aim of the programme is to ensure that the benefits of various Government schemes for 
the under privileged reach the disadvantaged sections of the minority communities. In order to ensure that 
the benefits of the schemes flow equitably to the minorities, the programme envisages location of a certain 
proportion of development projects in minority concentration areas. It also provides that, wherever possible, 
15% of targets and outlays under various schemes should be earmarked for the minorities.

22.3	 The target group of the programme consists of the eligible sections among the minorities notified 
under Section 2(c) of the National Commission for Minorities Act, 1992, viz. Muslims, Christians, Sikhs, 
Buddhists, Zoroastrians (Parsis) and Jains. In States, where one of the minority communities notified under 
Section 2(c) of the National Commission for Minorities Act, 1992 is, in a majority, the earmarking of physical/ 
financial targets under different schemes will be only for the other notified minorities. These States/UTs are 
Jammu &Kashmir, Punjab, Meghalaya, Mizoram, Nagaland and Lakshadweep.

22.4	 The progress of implementation of this programme is monitored by each of the Ministries/ Departments 
concerned on monthly basis. At the Central level, Ministry of Minority Affairs monitors and reviews the 
overall progress on quarterly basis with the Nodal officers of all implementing Ministries. The progress is 
also reviewed once in six months by the Committee of Secretaries, and thereafter, a report is submitted to 
the Union Cabinet. As envisaged in the guidelines, the States/UTs are required to constitute the State Level 
Committees to monitor the progress at State/UT level. Similar mechanism has also been stipulated at the 
district level.

22.5	 At the time of launching of the PM’s New 15-PP, there were 24 Schemes/Programmes/Initiatives of 
11 Ministries/Departments. However, over a period of time, some of the Schemes/Programmes have been 
either discontinued or have reached saturation level. These schemes are:

(i)	 Scheme for Upgradation of ITIs into Centres of Excellence, (M/o Skill Development & 
Entrepreneurship),

(ii)	 Integrated Child Development Services (M/o Women & Child Development),

(iii)	 Basic Service for Urban Poor (BSUP) (M/o Housing& Urban Poverty Alleviation),

(iv)	 Integrated Housing and Slum Development Programme (IHSDP) (M/o	 H o u s i n g & 
Urban Poverty Alleviation),

F.	 Guidelines on Communal Harmony (information given by Ministry of Home Affairs): 

Ministry of Home Affairs has issued revised guidelines to the States and Union Territories in June, 2008 to 
promote communal harmony. A Bill titled “The Communal Violence (Prevention, Control and Rehabilitation 
of Victims) Bill, 2005” which was introduced and pending in the Rajya Sabha was withdrawn and the Bill 
titled “The Prevention of Communal Violence (Access to Justice and Reparations) Bill, 2013” was prepared 
and the said Bill was approved by the Cabinet on 16.12.2013. Notice for introduction of the Bill in the 
RajyaSabha was sent on 17.12.2013 but could not be introduced. Notice was again given on 20.01.2014 for 
introduction of the said Bill titled “Prevention of Communal Violence (Access to Justice and Reparations) Bill, 
2014”. However, the House after a discussion in the Rajya Sabha on 05.02.2014 deferred its introduction.

During 2017 (up to September, 2017), a total of 611 communal incidents were reported in the country in 
which 88 persons were killed and 1,793 persons were injured.

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CHAPTER-23
SACHAR COMMITTEE REPORT & FOLLOW UP ACTION
A High Level Committee, constituted under the Chairmanship of Justice (Retired) Rajinder Sachar to gather 
data/information for preparation of a comprehensive report on the social, economic and educational status 
of the Muslim community of India submitted its report on 17th November, 2006. The Government took 
several decisions on the recommendations of the Sachar Committee and the status of implementation of 
the decisions taken by the various Ministries/Departments concerned is as under:

23.1	 Department of Financial Services:

(i)	 All public sector banks have been directed to open more branches in districts having a 
substantial minority population. As on 30.09.2017, a total of 21273 Bank branches were 
operating in minority concentration districts (MCDs).

(ii)	 RBI revised its Master Circular on 1st July, 2017 on priority sector lending (PSL) for improving 
credit facilities to minority communities. As on 30.09.2017, credit of Rs. 2,98,716.7562 crore, 
which is 14.94.% of total PSL, was outstanding against minorities.

(iii)	 District Consultative Committees (DCCs) of lead banks are regularly monitoring the disposal 
and rejection of loan applications in respect of minorities.

(iv)	 To promote micro-finance among women, 7,02,096 accounts have been opened for minority 
women with Rs.9,607crore as micro-credit (Outstanding as on 30.09.2017).

(v)	 All public sector banks are organizing awareness campaigns in blocks/districts/towns with 
substantial minority population. During 2017-18 (up to 30.06.2017), 10,808 awareness 
campaigns were organized in such areas.

(vi)	 Lead Banks have organized 2,725 entrepreneurial development programmes in blocks/
districts/ towns with substantial minority population during 2017-18 (up to 30.09. 2017) and 
the number of beneficiaries was 47,475 and an amount of Rs.152.97 crore was financed to 
17,082 beneficiaries.

23.2	 Ministry of Human Resource Development:

A multi-pronged strategy to address the educational backwardness of the Muslim community, as brought 
out by the Sachar Committee, has been adopted, as given below:-

a)	 Under the Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalaya (KGBV) scheme, criteria of educationally 
backward blocks has been revised with effect from 1st April 2008 to cover blocks with less 
than 30% rural female literacy and in urban areas with less than national average of female 
literacy. So far, 554 KGBVs out of 560 KGBVs sanctioned in minority concentration areas 
since 2006-07 up to 30,06.2017 are operational..

b)	 Scheme for universalization of access to quality education at secondary stage- called Rashtriya 
Madhyamik Shiksha Abhiyan (RMSA) has been approved. The scheme stipulates preference 
to minority concentration areas in opening of Government schools. State Governments have 
been advised to accord priority to setting up of new/upgraded schools in minority concentration 
areas while appraising proposals under this scheme. Since inception of RMSA in 2009-10 and 
up to 30.09.2017, out of a total of 12,682 New Secondary schools sanctioned in the country 
with an amount of Rs.8,482.51 crore, 1,375 (10.84%) have been sanctioned in MCDs with an 
amount of Rs.903.69crore (10.65%).

c)	 Under the scheme of Sub-mission on Polytechnics, at the national level 291 districts are 
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targeted for financial assistance, out of which 55 Districts (18.90% of total) are Minority 
Concentration Districts (MCDs). Cumulatively, from 2009 up to 2015-16, Rs. 2,442.44 crore 
was released for 295 polytechnics at the national level, out of which Rs. 413.78 crore  was 
released for 55 polytechnics in the MCDs. Achievement during 2017-18 has been ‘Nil’ as on 
30.09.2017.

d)	 Preference is given by the University Grants Commission for provision of girls’ hostels in 
universities and colleges in the areas where there is concentration of minorities especially 
Muslims. Since inception of the programme up to 30.09.2017, out of 2,291 Women’s hostels 
sanctioned at the national level, 348 have been approved /sanctioned in MCDs.

e)	 The Area Intensive & Madarsa Modernisation Programme has been revised and bifurcated 
into two schemes. A Scheme for Providing Quality Education in Madarsas (SPQEM) had been 
launched in the Eleventh Five-Year Plan. It contains attractive provisions for better teachers’ 
salary, increased assistance for books, teaching aids and computers and introduction 
of vocational subjects, etc. The other scheme is Infrastructural Development of Minority 
Institutions (IDMI) which provides financial assistance for Infrastructural Development of 
Private aided/ unaided Minority Institutes During 2017-18, funds of Rs.8.84 crore have been 
released for assisting 1,405 Madarsas and 3,433 teachers. The two schemes are demand 
driven. Achievement under IDMI has been ‘Nil’.

f)	 For subsequent access to higher education, the Certificates issued by the State Madarsa 
Boards, whose Certificates and qualifications have been granted equivalence by the 
corresponding State Boards, would be considered equivalent by the Central Board of 
Secondary Education (CBSE), Council of Board of School Education in India (COBSE) or/and 
by  any  other school examination board. From 2005 to 01.03.2017, the National Commission 
for Minority Educational Institutions (NCMEI) has issued 12,842 Certificates granting minority 
educational institutions.

g)	 Under the revised scheme, financial assistance is given for appointment of Urdu teachers   
in a Government school in any locality where more than 25% of the population is from Urdu 
speaking community. The financial assistance would be based on the prevailing salary 
structure of Urdu teachers employed with schools of the State Government. Honorarium is 
also admissible to part-time Urdu teachers. During 2014-15, an amount of Rs. 1.18 crore was 
sanctioned to the Government of Punjab for the salary of 42 Urdu Teachers. The scheme has 
been further revised as per which the Government of India would provide financial assistance 
for appointment of Urdu teachers, where 15 or more students in a class opt for it. During 2016- 
17, no targets for sanctioning of Urdu Teachers have been fixed.

h)	 ‘Saakshar Bharat’, the new variant of the National Literacy Mission, was launched on 
08.09.2009 for implementation during the 11th Plan with an objective to make 70 million 
non-literate adults literate by the end of the Plan. The scheme has special focus on women, 
belonging to Minorities. It proposes to cover 12 million Muslim (10 million women and 2 million 
men) under the programme. Saakshar Bharat is being implemented in 395 districts out of 410 
eligible districts in 26 States and UTs where adult female literacy is 50% or below as per 2001 
Census. Besides, Maulana Azad Taleem-e-Balighan, a target focused approach under overall 
umbrella of Saakshar Bharat Programme has been launched in February 2014 to improve 
literacy in Muslims, especially in women.

	 A Mass Mobilization Campaign has been designed keeping all forms of media (print and 
electronic), folk, cultural and religious events, popular in the Muslim community, to be utilized 
for generating demand for literacy and propagating its benefits. Under this campaign, State 
Resource Centres (SRCs) have been set up in 11 States comprising of 61 MCDs have been 
covered under Saakshar Bharat. MHRD has informed that a suitable budget provision has 
been kept in the annual action plans of SRCs approved by NLMA (National Literacy Mission 
Authority) for 2014-15. Since the first assessment conducted by the National Literacy Mission 
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Authority in collaboration with the National Institute of Open Schooling in August 2010 to 
March 2016, 5.12crore adults have been certified as literates, out of which, 147 lakh (9.18% of 
total) are reported certified learners from minority community. During 2016-17, the Saakshar 
Bharat Programme continues to be implemented in the districts including the Saakshar Bharat 
eligibility districts of the minority concentration districts.

i)	 Jan Shikshan Sansthans (JSSs) are imparting vocational training in 33 out of the 88 Muslim 
dominated districts in the country. Action for covering additional districts with substantial 
minority population is under process. The coverage under this programme during 2012-13 
was 12.2%. In the year 2013-14 (upto October, 2013) out of 2,48,757 beneficiaries, 30,629 
(12.31%) belong to minorities. No new JSS was set up for the during 2015-16 and in the first 
quarter of 2016-17. MHRD has proposed to set up 10 new JSSs in Muslim Concentrated 
Districts under Maulana Azad Taleem-e-Balighan initiative.

j)	 The Mid Day Meal scheme was extended to all areas in the country from the year 2007-     
08 onwards and also covers upper primary schools. Blocks with concentration of Muslim 
population are covered under this scheme. Children in Madarsas are also covered under the 
programme. The erstwhile Planning Commission (NITI Aayog) has approved the extension 
of the scheme to students studying in privately managed unaided schools located in SC, ST 
and Minority Concentrated Districts; benefitting approximately 60.37 lakh children in 29,116 
schools in MCDs and special focused districts.

k)	 All State Governments/UT administrations have been advised for using existing school 
buildings and community buildings as study centres for school children.

l)	 National Council of Educational Research and Training (NCERT) has prepared text books 
for all classes in the light of the National Curriculum Framework-2005 (NCF). 23 States have 
revised their curriculum as per the NCF 2005. 10 States/UTs are following NCERT syllabus 
while 3 UTs have adopted textbooks of neighboring States or NCERT textbooks.

m)	 Thirty five universities have started centers for studying social exclusion  and  inclusive 
policy for minorities and scheduled castes and scheduled tribes. UGC has established 2328 
Centres of Equal Opportunity for Minorities SC/ST/OBCs in 23 Central Universities, 114 State 
Universities, 12 Deemed Universities and 2179 Colleges and Rs. 46.07 crore released during 
the 11th Five Year Plan.

n)	 The Centrally Sponsored Scheme in the XII Plan inter-alia envisages establishment of Block 
Institutes of Teachers Education in 196 SC/ST/MCDs, depending upon the criterion for which 
the district has been identified for setting up the BITE. The scheme has covered 15 States/ 
UTs. Up to 2015-16, 30 BITES have been approved in 9 States.

23.3	 Ministry of Minority Affairs:

An expert group, constituted to study and recommend the structure and functions of an Equal Opportunity 
Commission (EOC), submitted its report on 13th March, 2008. The concept of diversity index has been 
subsumed in the EOC. The draft Bill for EOC, formulated in consultation with the Ministry of Law & Justice, 
was also approved by the Cabinet in its meeting held on 20.02.2014. However, before the Bill could be 
introduced in the Parliament, General Elections were held and a new Government was formed. As such, 
as per the extant Guidelines, the proposal for setting up of EOC was re-circulated for inter-ministerial 
consultations, before its reconsideration by the Cabinet. The Ministry has received divergent views from 
various Ministries/Departments on the draft Cabinet Note and the matter is under further examination in the 
Ministry in consultation with various stakeholders.

Waqf (Amendment) Bill, 2013 has been passed by both the Houses of Parliament and the Waqf Amendment 
Act, 2013 has come into force.

To fill the gap of development deficit, National Waqf Development Corporation Limited (NAWADCO) was 
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established under the aegis of the Ministry of Minority Affairs on 31.12.2013, under the Companies Act 
1956, with specific mandate to develop invaluable Waqf institutions. NAWADCO has an authorized share 
capital of Rs.500 crore and paid up capital of Rs.100 crore.

An inter-ministerial Task Force constituted to devise an appropriate strategy and action plan for developing 
338 identified towns having substantial minority population, submitted its report on 8th November, 2007. 
The concerned Ministries/Departments have been advised to give priority to these 338 towns in the 
implementation of their schemes. The following were the broad recommendations of the Inter-ministerial 
Task Force:[The identified deficiencies in educational and health infrastructure are to be attended by Min. 
of Women & Child Development, Deptt. of School Education & Literacy, Deptt. of Higher Education, Min. 
of Skill Development & Entrepreneurship (erstwhile Min. of Labour & Employment) and Min. of Health & 
Family Welfare. The identified deficiencies in basic civic amenities are to be attended on priority by Min. of 
Urban Development and M/o of Housing & Urban Poverty Alleviation].

Three scholarship schemes for minority communities namely, Pre-matric scholarship scheme for classes-I 
to X, Post-matric scholarship scheme for classes XI to PhD and Merit-cum-means based scholarship 
scheme for technical and professional courses at under-graduate and post- graduate levels are under 
implementation. Further, a fellowship scheme called Maulana Azad National Fellowship scheme for M.Phil 
and Ph.D. scholars is also under implementation, through University Grants Commission.

The Government has also undertaken to increase the corpus of Maulana Azad Education Foundation 
(MAEF) so that it can provide grants-in-aid for infrastructure development of educational institutions and 
NGOs and scholarships to meritorious girl students. The present Corpus of MAEF is Rs. 1,136 crore.

A revised Coaching and Allied scheme was launched in 2006-07 so that more and more minorities qualify 
in entrance examinations of technical education as well as in Government and other jobs.

Multi-sectoral Development Programme (MsDP) was launched in 90 identified minority concentration 
districts in 2008-09. Later the Government re-structured Multi-sectoral Development Programme (MsDP) 
for implementation during 12th Plan. The unit of planning was changed from districts to blocks/towns/cluster 
of villages. 710 blocks and 66 towns  have been identified for implementation during the 12th Five Year 
Plan. During 2017-18, the programme is being implemented in the same pattern as of 12th Plan.

23.4	 Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation:

A National Data Bank, to compile data on the various socio-economic and basic amenities parameters for 
socio-religious communities, has been set up in the Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation 
(MoSPI). Around 200 tables on population (Census 2001 and Census 2011) have been uploaded on the 
website of the MoSPI (up to 30.09.2017).

23.5	 NITI Aayog (erstwhile Planning Commission):

(a)	 An autonomous Assessment & Monitoring Authority (AMA), to analyze data collected for taking 
appropriate and corrective policy decisions, was set up in the Planning Commission. After the 
end of term of the AMA on 15th January, 2011, the Planning Commission reconstituted the 
AMA and the newly reconstituted AMA formed three Working Groups. All the three Working 
Groups submitted their report to Planning Commission on 12.05.2014. The AMA, inter alia, 
recommended for having a regular institution of AMA with its own Secretariat to periodically 
monitor and review the efficacy of programmes and to suggest policy measures. The NITI 
Aayog (erstwhile Planning Commission) has advised that the AMA may be located in the M/o 
Minority Affairs. The issue regarding location of AMA is under consideration. Meanwhile, the 
report of the AMA has been circulated to all the States/UTs and the Ministries/Departments of 
the Central Government for necessary action.

(b)	 A three-tier institutional structure for skill development was functioning till May, 2013 at the 
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Central level involving the Prime Minister’s National Council on Skill Development (PMNCSD), 
National Skill Development Co-Ordination Board (NSDCB) under the Planning Commission 
and the National Skill Development Corporation (NSDC). However, as per a decision of the 
Union Cabinet the PMNCSD, NSDCB and O/o Adviser to PM on Skill Development has been 
subsumed in the National Skill Development Agency (NSDA). The NSDA is an autonomous 
body under the M/o Skill Development and Entrepreneurship and has been set up, inter alia, 
to coordinate and harmonize the Skill Development efforts of the Government and the Private 
Sector to achieve the skilling targets of the 12th Plan and beyond and endeavor to bridge the 
Social, Regional, Gender and Economic Divide.

23.6	 Department of Personnel and Training:

(a)	 Department of Personnel & Training has developed training modules for sensitization of 
government officials for the welfare of minorities. These modules have been sent to the 
Central/ State Training Institutes for training.

(b)	 State Governments and Union Territory Administrations have been advised by Department  
of Personnel &Training for posting of Muslim police personnel in Thanas and Muslim health 
personnel and teachers in Muslim concentration areas.

(c)	 DoPT has issued instructions to Ministries of HRD, Home Affairs and Health & Family Welfare 
for issuing necessary guidelines regarding posting of Muslim police personnel in Thanas and 
Muslim health personnel and teachers in Muslim concentration areas. In response, suitable 
circulars have been issued by MHA, Ministry of Health and Ministry of Family Welfare and M/o 
HRD in this regard. Department of Personnel and Training has reported that during 2015-16, 
2,851 (7.5%) (figures provisional). minority candidates were recruited.

23.7	 Ministry of Home Affairs:

(a)	 A High Level Committee, set up to review the Delimitation Act, has considered the concerns 
expressed in the Sachar Committee report regarding anomalies with respect to reserved 
constituencies under the delimitation schemes and submitted its Report. The Delimitation 
Act as suggested by the High level Committee was considered by a Group of Ministers and 
the same was placed before the Cabinet. On the basis of the decision of the Cabinet, the 
Delimitation (Amendment) Ordinance 2008 was promulgated which was later replaced by the 
Delimitation Act, 2008.

(b)	 A Working Group in the National Advisory Council (NAC) drafted a Bill titled “Prevention of 
Communal and Targeted Violence (Access to Justice & Reparations) Bill, 2011”. The NAC sent 
the Bill to Ministry of Home Affairs on 25.07.2011. The same was examined and subsequently 
a new Bill titled “The Prevention of Communal Violence (Access to Justice and Reparations) 
Bill, 2013” was prepared, which was approved by the Cabinet on 16.12.2013. Notice was 
given in the Rajya Sabha on 20.01.2014 for introduction of the Bill titled “The Prevention of 
Communal Violence (Access to Justice and Reparations) Bill, 2014” in the winter session of 
Parliament. However, the House, after discussion in the Rajya Sabha on 05.02.2014, deferred 
its introduction. The Bill titled “The Communal Violence (Prevention, Control and Rehabilitation 
of Victims) Bill, 2005” which was pending in the Rajya Sabha was withdrawn on 05.02.2014.

23.8	 Ministry of Urban Development and Ministry of Housing & Urban Poverty Alleviation:

23.8.1	 For facilitating the flow of funds under the Jawarharlal Nehru National Urban Renewal Mission 
(JNNURM), four schemes e.g. Urban Infrastructure & Governance (UIG), Urban Infrastructure Development 
Scheme for Small and Medium Towns (UIDSSMT), Integrated Housing & Slum Development Programme 
(IHSDP) and Basic Services for Urban Poor (BSUP) were under implementation in towns and cities, having 
a substantial concentration of minority population. These schemes have since been discontinued.
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23.8.2	 Governments of Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, Uttar Pradesh, Jharkhand, Uttar Pradesh, Karnataka, 
Punjab, Chhattisgarh, Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan, Lakshadweep, Chandigarh, Puducherry and Kerala 
have given exemption to Waqf Board properties from Rent Control Act, while Assam, Gujarat, Haryana, 
Meghalaya and NCT of Delhi have stated that the matter is under consideration. Arunachal Pradesh, 
Daman & Diu, Mizoram, Sikkim and Nagaland have informed that no Waqf property exists in these States. 
Odisha, Manipur and Andaman & Nicobar Islands have clarified that there are no Rent Control Acts.

23.9	 Ministry of Labour and Employment:

An Act has been passed by the Parliament for providing social security to workers in the un-organized 
sector, which, inter-alia, includes home based workers.

23.10	Ministry of Culture:

Meetings of circles of Archeological Survey of India have been held with State WaqfBoards to review the 
list of Waqf properties which are under the Archeological Survey of India. The list of Waqf properties which 
are centrally protected has been prepared by Archeological Survey of India (ASI) and circulated to the 
concerned authorities with the direction to hold meetings with respective State Waqf Boards. The Ministry 
of Culture is holding regular meeting with Central Waqf Council to review the list of Waqfs under the ASI.

23.11	 Ministry of Health and Family Welfare:

Dissemination of information regarding health and family welfare schemes is being undertaken in regional 
languages in minority concentration areas.

23.12	Ministry of Panchayati Raj & Ministry of Urban Development:

Ministry of Urban Development have informed that the following States/UTs have taken action for 
improving the representation of minorities in local bodies- Andhra Pradesh, Chandigarh, Karnataka, Kerala, 
Lakshadweep, Daman & Diu, Haryana, Tamil Nadu, Odisha and West Bengal. Andaman Nicobar Islands 
Administration informed that no community has been declared as minority community in Islands either 
on religious or linguistic grounds. However, the present council consists of member belonging to minority 
communities who has been elected in normal course of municipal election. Arunachal Pradesh has stated 
that ‘the whole State is inhabited by various ethnic Tribal Groups having distinct identities and culture. They 
enjoy the privileges and social rights as Scheduled Tribe. Thus, it has not constituted Urban Local Bodies 
(ULBs) so far. The Government of Chhattisgarh is considering the matter. There is no representation of 
minorities in ULBs in Goa. In Himachal Pradesh there is no provision in HP municipal Acts for representation 
of minorities in ULB.

M/o Panchayati Raj has issued requisite advisory letter to all the State Governments for improving 
representation of minorities in local bodies on the lines of the initiative taken by the Andhra Pradesh 
government. Ten States/UTs have informed that suitable provisions exist in the relevant Act for providing 
representation of minorities or there is adequate representation of minorities in Rural Local Bodies. States/
UTs of Andhra Pradesh, Kerala, Karnataka, Maharashtra, Tripura, Uttarakhand, West Bengal, Andaman 
& Nicobar, Lakshadweep, Goa, Meghalaya, Mizoram and Nagaland are non-Part of IX State. Arunachal 
Pradesh, Himachal Pradesh, Chandigarh and Daman & Diu have informed that either no provision exists 
for separate representation of minorities or it is not feasible to make such provision.

23.13	Ministry of Information & Broadcasting:

The Ministry of Information & Broadcasting has been regularly releasing features of various themes 
associated with minority welfare covering issues such as scholarship schemes and initiatives taken in 
pursuance of the Sachar Committee Report.

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CHAPTER-24

HAJ MANAGEMENT

24.1	 The work related to management of Haj pilgrimage including administration of the Haj Committee 
Act, 2002 and Rules made there under has been transferred from the Ministry of External Affairs to the 
Ministry of Minority Affairs from 1st October, 2016. Accordingly, a separate Division in the Ministry headed 
by Joint Secretary (Haj) has been set up to look after the Haj affairs. 24 posts at different levels have also 
been approved for manning the Haj Division.

24.2.	 The Ministry manages the Haj work in coordination with Ministry of External Affairs, Ministry of Civil 
Aviation, Ministry of Health, Haj Committee of India (HCOI) and Consulate General of India (CGI), Jeddah, 
Kingdom of Saudi Arabia. The Ministry also looks after all the matters related to Haj Committee of India,  
a Statutory body established under the Haj Committee Act, 2002, accord necessary approval to the Haj 
related proposals of CGI, Jeddah, selection of administrative and medical/ paramedical officials on short 
term deputation to CGI, Jeddah, registration of Private Tour Operators (PTOs) and allocation of Haj Quota 
to PTOs’ etc.

24.3	 Haj is the largest overseas activity undertaken by Government of India outside Indian borders. 
Although it is only a five day long religious congregation, it is virtually a yearlong managerial exercise. 
Indian pilgrims constitute the third largest national group performing the Haj. In Haj 2017, a total of 1,69,940 
pilgrims undertook the Haj pilgrimage.

24.4	  Government of India attaches high priority to Haj pilgrimage. It has been the constant endeavor of 
Government to address issues related to Haj pilgrimage and to make improvements in the arrangements 
for the Haj pilgrims. To provide better facilities and amenities for Haj pilgrims, several initiatives have 
been undertaken. These include Online submission of Haj Application form to Haj Committee of India and 
providing e-payment option to pilgrims; Improvement of amenities for Haj pilgrims in buildings in Makkah

24.5	 Preparations for Haj 2018 has been initiated by the Ministry. Haj Review Meeting was held on 
02.11.2017 in which arrangements for Haj 2017 were reviewed and plan for next Haj 2018 has been 
approved. The New Haj Policy for Haj Committee of India Pilgrims for Haj 2018-22 has been approved based 
on which Haj Committee of India issued guidelines for Haj 2018 and invited application from 15.11.2017. 
The Policy for Private Tour Operators (PTOs) for Haj 2018 has been announced on 09.12.2017. A web 
portal for Haj PTOs has been launched on 14.12.2017, which will facilitate submission of online applications 
by the PTOs for registration and allocation of quota for Haj 2018.

24.6	 A High Level Delegation led by Shri Mukhtar Abbas Naqvi, Minister of State (Independent Charge) 
for Minority Affairs visited Saudi Arabia for the bilateral meeting held on 7th January, 2018 with the officials 
of the Saudi Arabian Ministry of Haj and Umra to discuss the arrangements and requirements of the Indian 
pilgrims for the year 1439H (2018). The Annual Bilateral Haj Agreement for Haj 2018 between India and 
Saudi Arabia was signed during the meeting. As per the Agreement, the Government of Saudi Arabia has 
allocated the quota of 1,70,025 pilgrims as was during last year and an additional quota of 5000 Pilgrims 
for Haj 2018.

Submission of Report to Hon’ble Minister of Minority Affairs by the Haj Policy Review Committee 
at Mumbai

24.7	 Initiatives taken by the Ministry 

➢	 The Ministry had constituted a Committee on 31.01.2017 to review the Haj Policy 2013-17 
and to suggest framework for Haj Policy 2018-22. The Committee submitted its report on 
07.10.2017. Based on the recommendations of the Haj Policy Review Committee (HPRC) and 
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suggestions received from various quarters, new Haj Policy for Haj Committee of India (HCoI) 
Pilgrims for Haj 2018-22 has been finalized.

➢	 Lady Pilgrims: The Government’s decision to lift ban on Muslim women for going to Haj without 
“Mehram” (male companion) has received encouraging response.

➢	 A total of 1304 women have applied from across the country (11 States/ Union Territories) for 
Haj without Mehram. It has been decided to select these pilgrims for Haj 2018 without qurrah.

➢	 Elderly Pilgrims: It has been decided to allow two companions with two 70+ pilgrims in a single 
cover for Haj 2018.

➢	 Differently-abled pilgrims: The Ministry has advised the Haj Committee of India to review the 
provision with regard to differently-abled persons and other disabilities barring people from 
undertaking Haj pilgrimage in terms of the Rights of Persons with Disabilities Act, 2016 in 
consultation with the experts and recommend necessary corrections/ amendments in the Haj 
Policy/ guidelines.

➢	 Option to choose Embarkation Points: For the first time, option has been given to Haj pilgrims 
to opt for another embarkation point. This will ensure that there is no financial burden on Haj 
pilgrims even after removal of Haj subsidy.

➢	 The recommendations of the HPRC regarding Policy for Private Tour Operators (PTOs) are 
under consideration of the Ministry. In the interest of smooth and timely completion of Haj 
arrangements for PTOs for Haj 2018, it has been decided to invite applications from PTOs for 
registration for Haj – 2018 as per the approved PTO policy 2013-17. In the meantime, the PTO 
Policy will be finalised and implemented for next five years from the year 2019 onwards.

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CHAPTER-25

RIGHT TO INFORMATION ACT, 2005

25.1	 In accordance with the provisions of Section 4(1)(b) of the Right to information Act, 2005 this 
Ministry has uploaded all the relevant information viz the Ministry’s organizational set-up, functions and 
duties of its officers and employees, records and documents available in the Ministry, etc. in the Ministry’s 
website www.minorityaffairs.gov.in for information and guidance of the general public. This also provides 
information about the schemes, projects and programmes being implemented by the Ministry and its various 
organizations.

25.2	 To promote greater transparency and accountability, all the details, Frequently Asked Questions 
(FAQ), statistics of achievements under each Scheme/Programme implemented by the Ministry are hosted 
on the website of the Ministry and updated regularly. Under the various scholarship schemes, the State 
Governments display the lists of the names of students awarded scholarships on their websites to which  
a hyper link is provided in the website of the Ministry. Further, under the MsDP, the States/UTs submit 
photographs of the ongoing and completed works which are also hosted on the Ministry’s website. The 
Ministry also has a dedicated helpline to provide information and address the doubts of beneficiaries about 
the schemes/programmes in the Ministry.

25.3	 The Ministry of Minority Affairs has designated fourteen (15) CPIOs and eight (7) First Appellate 
Authorities under this Act. In the 2017-18 (upto 15th February, 2018), 717 RTI applications and 80 Appeals 
online under the RTI Act were received.
