378 -General-(Welfare of Schedule Casts, Schedule Tribes, Other Backward Classes and Minorities) -
Other Grants (Minority Head), 04 - Multi sectoral Development Programme for minorities in selected
minority concentration districts, 04.00.35 — Grant for creation of capital assets for the year 2012-13.

4 The sanction is issued on the commitment given by the State Govt. that villages/locati‘o'n's having

a substantial minority population will be selected for the projects mentioned at Annexure-I and also that
duplication will not take place.

B Since it is a fresh release for the plan of MsDP, no UC is pending. Utilization Certificate for this
grant should be submitted by the grantee in the prescribed format within 12 months of the closure of
financial year.
